DETAILS:

This project forms part of the New Opportunities Funded Fairshare Programme - Improvements to Mandley Park. Total scheme value £105,000, capital improvements £100,000, development costs funded via existing revenue sources £5,000 ).

With the support of the East Salford Neighbourhood Management Team extensive consultation has been carried out with local residents and the proposed improvements have been agreed. In addition the development of play opportunities are identified as  key priorities for action within the Community Plan. 

The new play area is to be sited on a derelict bowling green adjacent to the Leicester Road entrance and overlooked by shops and residential housing (in accordance with safer by design principles). It has been designed to meet all DDA access requirements. The existing play area identified as being inaccessible to wheelchair users in the 2004 Park Audit will be upgraded to meet DDA access requirements. This will involve the replacement of large areas of bark in-between areas of rubber safety surface and play equipment with tarmac. In addition repairs will also be carried out to the existing footpaths within the park thereby improving access for all throughout the park.

Authorisation has previously been given to seek tenders in accordance with Salford City Council’s Rules of Procedure.
