DETAILS:

The City Council has approved a budget to produce Master Plans for those parks that are designated as potential District parks in the Urban Open Spaces strategy but are;

 

a) not currently achieving the standard and 

b) do not presently have Master plans in place.

In order to facilitate the development of the potential districts parks an accurate survey is required. This will enable all the existing features and facilities to be recorded. The provision of accurate data will enable Architects and Park Managers to produce realistic and accurately costed proposals. This will allow fully informed decisions to be made about the future development of these parks. 

Parks to be surveyed:

Albert Park, Mandley Park, Eccles Recreation Ground, Winton Park, Prince’s Park, Cadishead Park, Parr Fold Park, Peel Park (LH) and Ordsall Park .

Other benefits include the use of survey data as a basis for the production of management plans in accordance with the Green Flag programme and other promotional material. 

In accordance with Paragraph 20.1(b) of Section 7, Part 4 of Contractual Standing Orders a quotation of £20,600 has been received from Urban Vision Engineering Design to carry out these works.
