1.0 PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1
To request  Lead Member approval to invite formal written tenders for the 
above works in accordance with Salford City Council’s Rules of Procedure 
(Standing Orders Part 4, Section 7 - Procurement Values). Estimated value 
of works £118,000.

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1
This project forms part of the 2006/7 Capital Works Programme agreed to by the Council 

2.2 The 2004 Parks audit identifies that the poor condition of the footpaths within Parr Fold Park has led to large areas of the park being inaccessible to the disabled. In addition the distance between individual seat/benches exceeds the best practice guideline of a maximum of 100m. 

2.3 Consultation with the Walkden and Little Hulton Open Spaces Group (a sub-committee of the Walkden and Little Hulton Community Committee) during 2005/6 has confirmed that further deterioration of the footpaths has taken place and that repairs are urgently required. Additional seats have also been requested

2.4 Due to the poor condition of the footpaths and the inadequate number of seats  Parr Fold Park fails to meet the basic legal requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act (DDA). 
2.5 A Master Plan has been produced to guide the future strategic development of the park. It identifies that the Rose Garden, Memorial Garden and Rock Garden require a major overhaul/refurbishment. It is proposed that access improvement works to these areas are addressed as part of the refurbishment plans thereby avoiding the risk of repairing footpaths that may/may not be required. 

2.6 
The proposed improvements are supported by Walken and Little Hulton Community Committee and have been agreed with the Walkden and Little Hulton Open Spaces Group.
