DETAILS:

Further to the receipt of a commuted sums of £ 73,512, via the Section 106 agreement associated with planning ref: 04/49631/FUL and the remaining balance of - £13,144 from planning ref: 03/45684/FUL the City Council has approved a budget for the construction of a multi-use games area at St Mary’s Park, Walkden.

This project is to develop a derelict tennis court into a multi-use games area for the local neighbourhood. The proposed improvements have been agreed with the Little Hulton and Walkden Political Executive, the Little Hulton and Walkden Community Committee and the Neighbourhood Management Team. They received Planning Consent on the 10th September 2007. 

The proposals are to 

· Construct a steel, multi-use games area 30x15m 

· Replace the existing chainlink boundary fencing with a high quality paladin fencing 

· Install a new access path and gates

· Repair the existing bitmac including the laying of a new surface 

· Paint and permanently mark the playing surface  for football and basketball

Upon completion the MUGA will provide a much needed facility suitable for older children. This will help to relieve the pressure on the recently completed play area at St Mary’s Park whilst providing a base/venue for Sports Development to work with the local children during school holidays.
In accordance with Paragraph 20.1(b) of Section 7, Part 4 of Contractual Standing Orders and Rethinking Construction (the approved method of procuring construction works) the Council has received quotations to a total of £ 73,793 from Urban Vision with regard to the undertaking of the works. The maintenance of the MUGA will be achieved within the existing revenue budget that exists for the maintenance of hard courts within St Mary’s Park.
