Forward plan of key decisions     

The forward plan

Forward plans contain the key decisions that the authority proposes to make. A forward plan is published every month and covers the four months commencing on the first day of each month. The forward plan is available for public inspection 14 days before the beginning of each month.

Key decisions

A key decision means a decision that is likely to (i) involve expenditure or the making of savings amounting to £100,000; or (ii) be significant in terms of effects on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more wards in the city.

Notes


(a) A Forward Plan of Key Decisions is prepared by Committee Services to come into force on the first day of each month, and each Forward Plan covers a period of four calendar months.


(b) Each Forward Plan must be published in advance of the date it comes into force. Publication takes place in the middle of the preceding month. It must be at least 14 days before the start of the period covered. 


(c) Key decisions for inclusion in the Forward Plan should be notified to Committee Services, on the above form, during the early part of each month, in order to meet the mid-month publication requirement. 


(d) Certain statutory particulars must be provided for each key decision to be included in a Forward Plan. Completing the above form and returning it to Committee Services satisfies this requirement. 


(e) The details to be provided at 2 above are the name and title of the decision maker, or, if the decision is to be made by the Cabinet, the word “Cabinet.” 


(f) The information requested at 8, 9 and 10 above is not a statutory requirement, but provides useful additional information.


(g) If the taking of a Key Decision is deferred, Committee Services will need to be notified in order that it may be included in a future Forward Plan.


(h) Cabinet Items - This form must be completed for items to be reported to the Cabinet, irrespective of whether they are key decisions.


(i) Forward Plans are published on the Council’s Internet site. Therefore, the attached form must be returned by E-mail in order to provide an electronic copy for Internet publication.
