(a) Support Service for Women Offenders and Women at Risk of Offending
RESOLVED: THAT approval be given to the award of an eighteen month contract to Salford Foundation for the delivery of the Together Woman Project from 1st October 2010 to 31st March 2012.  
(b) Provision of Deaf Link/Communicator Guide Service
RESOLVED:  THAT approval be given to the award of a three year contract to the Deafness Support Network to deliver the Salford Deaf Link/Communicator Guide Service, which, over the life of the contract, will equate to a cost of £120,000.  

(c) Housing Related Support Services for Single Homeless People with Alcohol Misuse Issues
RESOLVED:  THAT approval be given to a twelve month extension to the contract with Positive Lifestyles commencing in September 2010 for the delivery of housing related support services for single homeless people and those with alcohol misuse, the total value for which is £509,300.  

(d) Housing Related Support Services for Offenders Leaving Prison
RESOLVED: THAT approval be given to the award of a three year contract to English Churches Housing Group for the delivery of a housing related support service for offenders, the full price for which, over three years is £474,000 and includes annual funding contributions of £23,000 from the Salford Probation Service and £135,000 from Supporting People.
