NATIONAL AFFORDABLE HOUSING PROGRAMME

The Strategic Director of Sustainable Regeneration submitted a report providing an update on the progress of the 2008/11 and 2006/08 and 2004/06 National Affordable Housing Programme allocations, together with details of further funding which had  been secured.  The report indicated that the 2008/11 programme provided £16.5M and 275 homes, with an additional £2.345M and 44 units, secured through Homes and Community Agency substitutions, and a further £9.415M for 348 units for Market Rescue/Support.
