(3) THAT the Strategic Director of Sustainable Regeneration, on acquiring the property, submit a further report to the Lead Member detailing recommendations of future action regarding renovation and subsequent re-occupation of the property based on the prevailing economic situation, and housing market conditions at that time.    


(4) THAT a decision be provided to the home owner, in partnership with the Strategic Director of Community Health and Social Care, and other appropriate agencies, to ensure they receive every support possible in terms of delivering permanent housing resettlement, and maximising health and wellbeing.
