NATIONAL INDICATOR 156 – REDUCING USE OF TEMPORARY ACCOMMODATION AND IMPLICATIONS FOR BELMONT HOMELESS FAMILIES UNIT

The Strategic Director of Sustainable Regeneration submitted a report outlining the proposed actions to deliver a sustained reduction in the use of temporary accommodation, to no more than 20 households by 2010, and no more than 15 by £2011, in line with the targets adopted by the Department of Communities and Local Government.
