Duchy Road Caravan Park, Salford 6

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT approval be given to the full refurbishment of Duchy Road caravan park through the use of the existing grant allocation of £150,000, and the previously committed match funding of £50,000 to deliver a partial refurbishment during the financial year 2009/10.
