DECENT HOMES BACKLOG FUNDING BID

The Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration submitted a report providing an update in relation to the announcement of the Homes and Community Agency (HCA) inviting all local authorities with more than 10% non decent stock, to bid for resources for their refurbishment.  The report indicated that as part of the October Comprehensive Spending Review, the Coalition Government had announced that £1.6B was to be made available nationally to fund the backlog of works, to bring council house homes in local authority ownership up to a decent standard.


The Lead Member was advised that, at this stage the report was only a draft and the matter would be presented to a future briefing, with a view to formal approval being sought to the bid strategy and bid amount to be submitted on behalf of the City Council.
