Salford Housing PFI “Creating a New Pendleton” - Selection of a Preferred Bidder

The Strategic Director for Sustainable regeneration submitted a report detailing the procurement process to deliver the objectives of the “Creating a New Pendleton” project, the evaluation of submitted bids and recommendations as to a preferred bidder.
