ENGLISH CHURCHES HOUSING GROUP - SUPPORTED HOUSING SCHEME

Bob Osborne submitted a report providing details on the background to the successful bid by English Churches Housing Group (ECHG) for Supported Housing Management Grant (SHMG) revenue funding through the Housing Corporation Safer Communities Supported Housing Fund Initiative, together with an outline of the opportunities and implications of the success of the bid for Salford City Council.

THAT consideration of this report be deferred pending more information  being provided as to how the proposed scheme fits in with the existing strategies and policies of the City Council.

KINGSLEY COURT
The Director of Housing Services submitted a report indicating that tenders had now been received for the demolition of Kingsley Court, however funding for the demolition had been refused by the North West Development Agency because the City Council did not own the property and due to the complex legal position surrounding it.  It was added that attempts were now being made to establish how to fund the demolition with the most likely option for it to be met from the GF Revenue Budget and a debtor account to be raised immediately, costs having been finalised giving a nil net revenue effect.
