RECOMMENDATIONS:  the granting of permission in principle to Groundwork to enter on to land at the junction of Gerald Road / Seaford Road  and Gerald Road / Cairn Drive, Salford for the purpose of carrying out landscaping and environmental works and thereafter to carry out the necessary maintenance of the site. The actual works along with the subsequent grounds maintenance works are to be funded by the New Deal for Communities.  The proposed works are not to commence until the Lead Member has given approval to the detailed landscaping scheme.   


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: Groundwork has received funding from the Kersal and Charlestown New Deal for Communities to carry out Environmental Improvements within the New Deal area. Consent is required from the City Council to allow them to carry out works to two sites on Gerald Road as part of the Urban Open Space Programme.

SUMMARY
To seek approval in principle to allow Groundwork  to enter on the above site to carry out environmental improvement works at the expense and on behalf of the Kersal and Charlestown New Deal for Communities

BACKGROUND
The City Council received a request from Groundwork Salford and Trafford to assist in identifying the ownership of several plots of vacant land in the Charlestown / Kersal area. It is the intention of Groundwork to carry out environmental improvement works on some of these sites through funding that they are receiving from the Kersal and Charlestown New Deal for Communities. These works are part of the New Deal for Communities long-term improvement plans for the area.





Among the sites identified, some are in the ownership of the City Council including the above two sites on Gerald Road, which are under the control of your directorate. Your Directorate has intimated that they are in principle prepared to consider a suitable scheme for the environmental improvement of these sites. Details of the proposed schemes will be forwarded for approval when they are available.
