Purpose of Report.

3.1
To advise the Housing Lead Member and Deputy Member of progress in dealing with the above properties and to seek authority to secure their demolition, making use of the most appropriate procedures.

Financial Implications

4.1
Acquisition costs for 42 and 46 Murray Street have been agreed at £62,500 in line with previous decisions by the Lead and Deputy Lead Members. The cost of demolition for the full terrace, estimated to be £10,000, will be shared pro-rata with Portico Housing Association who own the remaining properties in the block. 

5.0
Background

5.1 At their meeting of 21 January 2000 the Lead and Deputy Lead Members for Housing gave authority for the Director of Housing Services to look at the future of these properties and pursue their clearance should that be appropriate. To facilitate this he was authorised to declare a suitable clearance area if necessary. Further the Director of Development Services was authorised to negotiate the purchase of the properties by agreement with the owners if possible.

The report went on to give details of the contribution that the demolition of this terrace would make to the delivery of the agreed strategy for the Todd Street area and to partnership working with Portico Housing Association in the area.

Details

6.1
It now appears that the properties will be acquired by agreement. Consequently, subject to any need to extinguish other interests in the cleared site, it may be to secure the demolition of the properties without the formal declaration of a Clearance Area. This would result in considerable savings of officer time and reduce the delay in dealing with the property.

Conclusions

The proposed action has the support of the local community and will address both the lack of demand and the over-supply of flats in the area.

Recommendation

That the intention of the Director of Housing Services to take the necessary steps to demolish the properties, including, if appropriate, the formal declaration of a Clearance Area and submission of a further report seeking permission to pursue Compulsory Purchase if necessary, be noted.
