SUBJECT: 183 LIVERPOOL ROAD, IRLAM

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To consider the disposal of 183 Liverpool Road, (Cadishead ) Irlam, a one bedroomed flat above the 

former Rent Sub Office.

RECOMMENDATION

That approval is granted to dispose of 183 Liverpool Road on the following basis ;

(1) That it is advertised on the open market and sold or leased together with the former Rent Sub Office.

(2) That if (1) above cannot be arranged authority be granted to the Director of Development Services      

to sell or lease both properties to the best advantage of the Council.

BACKGROUND

Area Housing Committee at their meeting in the 14 September 2000 recommended that Development Services Directorate negotiate a lease of the former Rent Office Cadishead to Partington And Cadishead Transport (PACT), Lead Member had already agreed to this in principle.Development Services have been in negotiation since then but PACT decided at their meeting on the 11 January 2001 that they no longer wanted the property. Development Services feel that the property should now be advertised preferably for sale or if not for sale then for rent.

The Irlam Area Housing Office has been holding 183 Liverpool Road , an unpopular 1 bed flat above the Rent Office, void  on the advice of Development Services in case the lease to PACT fell through.They feel there is a better chance of disposing of the Former Rent Office if the two properties are marketed together. ( 183 is accessed by an outside staircase which applicants do not like.)

As the next  Area Housing Committee is not until the 8 March 2001 the Chair has been consulted and is in agreement with the Recommendations as above.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

Disposal of 183 Liverpool Road Irlam (and the former Rent Sub Office) would assist with the Councils overall financial situation.
