EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

In order to maximise available SRB5 grant, compliment ongoing public investment and promote future private investment it is intended to undertake a front elevation facelift scheme to 20 properties situated on a main gateway route through Seedley and Langworthy.  The work will include the external repairs and painting to 20 privately owned properties.  

The Seedley and Langworthy Partnership Board have recently approved both the priority status of these properties and the need to bring forward this scheme.

Purpose of the Report
1.1 To seek approval of the outline proposals and cost estimate for the facelift scheme at 231 – 269 Langworthy Road.

Background
3.1
The SRB5 team in Seedley and Langworthy have been advised that there is an additional £211,000 SRB grant available in financial year 2005/2006.

3.2 The grant is available for “new start” capital schemes not currently included in the Living Environment programme. 

3.3
Due to the high level of HMRF commitment over the next 2 – 3 years and the uncertainty regarding the availability of funding for new start block improvement schemes, the Seedley and Langworthy Partnership Board has approved the use of £171,000 of the additional SRB funding to bring forward a block improvement scheme.  The remaining £40,000 of resources has been identified for use in bringing forward a community garden on a currently derelict site at 38 Langton Street, Seedley and Langworthy.

The Board has also recently approved its priorities for the implementation of future block improvement schemes within the area with emphasis on the main corridor routes to enhance the image of the area and encourage future private investment.  231 – 269 Langworthy Road is located on a main corridor route through Seedley and Langworthy to Salford Quays and as such has been identified as a priority for housing improvement.  

4.0             Details
4.1 
The improvement to the front elevation exterior of the properties will include:-
· Repair of windows and doorframes to the front and gable end elevations.

· Renew gutters, rainwater pipes and fascias to the front and gable end elevations.

· Renew bay roofs.

· Clean brickwork and renew pointing to the front and gable end elevations.

· Rebuild front boundary walls and gates.

· Paint the front and gable end elevations of the properties including render.
