DETAILS (Below)

1.0 Background Information

1.1
Through the Housing Market Renewal Fund (Sustaining Neighbourhoods) an allocation of £540k is available to support the Streetscape Scenes Programme in 2004/05. 

1.2 The proposed programme focuses upon environmental improvements in housing areas. The programme supports works in the priority regeneration areas and other areas within the HMRF where small scale improvements can significantly improve the quality of life for local people.

1.3 Over the last few months, a programme of works for Streetscape Scenes has been developed on the assumption that ERDF support of £619k would be available to support this programme over 2004/05 and 2005/06.  

1.4 However, it is now clear that full approval to ERDF funding is unlikely to be secured in sufficient time to support the 2004/05 Streetscape Scenes Programme.

The 2004/05 Streetscape Scenes Programme was originally developed on the basis that  ERDF would be available to support the programme, and was as follows:-

Additional details of the schemes being developed through Greenstreets and the Community Environmental Programme are noted in Appendix 1.

2.3
To date no ERDF approval has been secured and it is necessary now to proceed on the basis of HMRF alone, to maximise spend and to meet community aspirations on the ground.  On the basis that only £540k HMRF funding is currently confirmed for this programme in 2004/05 the scale of the programme has been reduced accordingly. It is proposed that the following programme of works be approved:-

2.4
The programme proposed for 2004/05 recognises the priorities set by existing contractual commitments and simultaneously seeks to balance spend in the priority regeneration areas and new starts in other areas of the HMRF. 

2.5
A decision on the most appropriate schemes to implement through Greenstreets, Community Environmental Programme, New Deal and Seedley and Langworthy will be taken in consultation with Project Managers and Area Boards in each area.

2.6
Individual scheme details will be reported to Lead Member for approval.

2.7
All the schemes proposed will be developed in consultation with local communities by officers of the City Council, Red Rose Forest (who are delivering Greenstreets) and Groundwork (who are delivering the Community Environmental Programme).

2.8
A modest amount of over programming  (7%) is considered appropriate and  the programme will be managed effectively  to prevent overcommitment against available resources.

2.9
Officers will continue working to confirm approval of ERDF funding to support the Streetscape Scenes programme in 2005/06 as a priority. If approval is forthcoming in time to support the 2004/05 Streetscape Scenes programme, consideration will be given to identifying additional projects which can be brought forward.

2.10
It is proposed that the projects originally included in the 2004/05 programme which now cannot be implemented be given first call on funding available in the 2005/06 through the Streetscape Scenes programme.

3 Recommendations

3.1 That Lead Member for Housing approves the proposed Streetscape Scenes Programme for 2004/05.
