Subject: 37 Rock Street, Salford 7

Purpose of Report.

To seek authority to make a Demolition Order in respect of 37 Rock Street, Salford 7.

Financial Implications

The property has been acquired by agreement at a cost of £8750 and will cost a further £10,000 to demolish. Provision exists in the Housing Capital Programme for the current financial year to meet these costs.

Background

On 29th October 1999, the Housing Services committee ratified a decision by the Chairman to authorise the acquisition and subsequent demolition of the property (minute number 98).

Details

The property is a long-term void, situated in an area that has been prioritised for action to deal with a high concentration of empty homes. Its boarded up and neglected condition threatens to undermine considerable investment that has been undertaken by both the local authority and Portico Housing Association. 

Following extensive consultation, Portico Housing Association developed an action plan for the area, which was subsequently agreed by the Housing Services committee. The plan included a proposal to acquire and demolish this property in order to improve the sight line at the junction of Rock Street and Hill Street.

The property has been acquired by agreement and, in order to secure an Exchequer contribution to the relevant costs, must now be demolished either as a result of making a Demolition Order, or of declaring a Clearance Area. 

A Demolition Order is the more expedient of the two options.

In order to ensure that these costs fall within the funding regime of the Housing Investment 

Programme (HIP), it is necessary to formally make a Demolition Order even though the 

property has already been purchased.

Conclusions

The making of a Demolition Order appears to represent the most satisfactory course of action and is necessary to comply with relevant financial regulations.

Recommendation

That the Director of Housing Services be authorised to make a Demolition Order in respect of 37 Rock Street, Salford 7.
