TITLE :  Moorhey Road, Little Hulton, Security Fencing


RECOMMENDATIONS :  To fence off the properties to the rear of Moorhey Road, Little Hulton, adjoining Brackley golf Course in order to reduce the number of burglaries and also reduce the fear of crime. 


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : The scheme will benefit 25 properties, 8 of which have already been referred to us by Greater Manchester Police after experiencing burglaries. This area of Little Hulton is one of the Burglary Reduction's hotspot areas and has also been identified as a Policing priority Area.

1.1 The fence will run along the rear of the properties protecting them from unauthorised access from the rear.

1.2 The properties which will benefit from this scheme are particularly vulnerable as they back onto an open golf course and beyond that New Bury estate Farnworth where known identified offenders live. The current fencing in place is low, dilapidated and can easily be climbed over. Residents informed us during consultation that anything left in the gardens are stolen i.e. plants and tools.

1.3 Three contractors have been asked to tender for the fencing scheme. All three companies have completed work to a high standard for the Burglary Reduction Team,

1.5 Five Star fencing were the cheapest. This has enabled us to ask for a higher security specification of fencing which is more preferable because of the location and vulnerability of the houses. The total cost for this scheme with the higher security specification is £25,291.50

1.6 Other fencing schemes will also be carried out alongside this work along with Homewatch Schemes, clean ups by the probation and other target hardening measures by the Burglary Reduction Initiative. All further Lead Member Reports will be submitted in due course.
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
