1.0
Purpose of Report

1.1
To seek approval to the terms that have been negotiated for the acquisition of 1, 5, 7, 9 and 11-17, Hamilton Street, Salford 7 by the City Council.

2.0 Detail

2.1 Your directorate at its Lead Member Briefing on the 24th November 2000 approved a recommendation to carry out a ‘Most Suitable Course of Action’ assessment on the properties 1 – 17, Hamilton Street.

2.2  If necessary the Director of Housing Services was authorised to declare the properties a Clearance Area under section 289 of the Housing Act 1985.

2.3
Authority was also given to instruct the Director of Development Services to commence negotiations with the owners of these properties.

On the 19th February 2001 following inspections of the properties it was agreed that the City Council would pursue the Clearance Area option whilst continuing in its efforts to acquire the properties by agreement.
2.5
On the 20th July 2001 two Clearance Areas were declared on Hamilton Street and the intention to request approval for a Compulsory Purchase Order was noted.

2.6 I have now agreed the following terms for the acquisition of 1, 5/7, 9 and 11-17, Hamilton Street, Salford 7. The City Council will be responsible for all the vendors reasonable legal costs and surveyors fees :-
