SUBJECT: TOOTAL DRIVE PHASE 2 ENVIRONMENTAL IMPROVEMENTS  

DATE: SEPTEMBER 15, 2000

(1) PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

1.1
To seek approval for the environmental improvements to Tootal Drive Phase 2.

(2) RECOMMENDATIONS 

2.1 That the sketch scheme and cost estimate be approved.

2.2 That the Director of Development Services be authorised to invite tenders.

2.3 That the Director of Housing Services, in consultation with the Lead Member/Deputy Lead Member, be authorised to accept the lowest or most suitable tender.

(3) BACKGROUND

3.1 Members may recall that after a review of the Council's housing capital investment priorities, the Tootal Drive estate was identified for a second phase of environmental improvements during 2000/2001. The main issues resulting in the identification of the scheme included:

· The narrow width of cul-de-sacs across the estate which led to severe congestion created by parked cars.

· The poor quality boundary fencing provision in the area.

· The success of the first phase of similar improvements in Tootal Drive Phase 1.

(4) SCHEME DETAIL 

4.1 
The aim of the scheme is to improve the appearance of the area and reduce parking congestion by:

· Providing in-curtilage hardstandings to Council dwellings.

· Provide metal pedestrian fencing and/or vehicle gates (where appropriate).

· Provide new timber boundary fencing to front boundary.

· Improving street lighting.

The area identified for improvement during Phase 2 included the following cul-de-sacs:

Langsett Avenue 

Otley Avenue 

Penistone Avenue 

4.2 The proposed improvements have been subject to tenant/residents consultation. The views of residents have been considered and amendments to scheme design incorporated, (where feasible).

(5) FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

5.1 Estimated costs in respect of the scheme are as follows:

Works - £135,194

Fees - £27,168 (20.1%)

Total - £162,362

5.2 Due to the relatively small scale of the scheme, fees form an increased proportion of total scheme costs which in respect of larger schemes, is normally in the region of 15%.

Funding exists within the 2000/2001 Housing Capital Programme.

(6) CONCLUSION

6.1 The environmental improvements will reduce congestion whilst improving security for estate residents and the general appearance of the area in question.
