3.1	The following interest has been received.





3.1.1	Use in connection with Eccles Market





	The premises would provide temporary facilities in connection with Eccles Market which is 	currently located on Southway.  The market currently uses accommodation on Northway for the


	market office and trader storage and this will be demolished to allow construction of the new


	market.


	Timescales are not yet known but it is anticipated that the premises would be required from early 


	summer for 6 to 9 months depending on the construction programme.





3.1.2.	Use by Eccles Constituency Labour Party





	The premises are required initially for use in connection with the anticipated general election


	but also on a longer term basis.

4.1.1	Licence to Eccles Constituency Labour Party





	The following main terms are recommeded:-





	Licensee:         Eccles Constituency Labour Party


	Term:              To be agreed subject to vacation date, general election and market use.


	Licence fee:    £8500 p.a.


	Repairs:          The Licensor will be responsible for external repairs.


		          The Licensee will be responsible for internal repairs.


	Outgoings:      The Licensee to be respobsible for all rates, taxes and other outgoings.





4.1.2.	Temporary use by Eccles Market





	Subject to the above licence the premises to be used in connection with the market until the new


	market is ready for occupation.  Running costs will be paid from the Markets budget.





4.1.3.	Lease to Eccles Constituency Labour Party





	Following completion of the new market the premises should be leased to the Eccles Constituency


	Labour Party on terms to be agreed and reported to a future meeting for approval.
