REPORT TO THE LEAD MEMBER FOR HOUSING SERVICES

SUBJECT: REROOFING OF ACQUIRED AND OTHER ADHOC PROPERTIES IN POOR STATE OF REPAIR 

INTRODUCTION

The Property Maintenance Division has received requests from 4 Housing Management Areas to re-roof certain properties.

The respective Group Managers have confirmed that each of the properties require priority repairs.

It is proposed that subject to approval, the roofing work will be issued to DLP Services (Northern) Ltd.

BACKGROUND

Within the 2001/2002 integrated budget there was a £200,000 capital allocation to refurbish 20 acquired properties.  No properties requiring the anticipated level of refurbishment work have been identified by the Group Areas and as a consequence none of the budget has been expended. However, there are a number of acquired properties requiring re-roofing works only. In addition there are also a number of non-acquired ad-hoc properties also requiring re-roofing works. The properties in both categories have been identified by 4 of the Group Areas. 

DETAIL

DLP Services Northern Ltd are in the process of completing a re-roofing scheme in Worsley and have agreed that they would be willing to use the bill rates (won through competitive tender) as a means of valuing the extra properties.

FUNDING

The approximate cost of the work is £46,890.00.

Funding is available within Acquired Budget contained within the 2001/2002 integrated housing investment programme – HIP (Public Sector) Capital (MRA/Revenue funded).

RECOMMENDATION

To approve the re-roofing of the 16 properties in question. This can be contained within existing budget provision, will use competitive tendered rates from a large scheme and address roofs in a poor state of repair.
