PURPOSE OF REPORT

To seek approval to accept the lowest tender submitted for the phased demolition of 1-47 Vincent Street, 1-49 Hampshire Street, 17-49 Wiltshire Street and 13-51 Devonshire Street, Salford 7 to facilitate the Higher Broughton Regeneration Area proposals.

DETAILS


The City of Salford (Higher Broughton Regeneration Area No 1) CPO 2003 was confirmed on 8th August 2004. It is proposed to take possession of vacant properties within the Scheme area by way of a General Vesting Declaration on or after 13th December 2004. Possession of the remaining occupied properties will be taken at a later date yet to be agreed.

Within this proposed demolition contract vacant possession has yet to be secured on a number of individual properties so the demolition will proceed on a phased basis as and when vacant possession is achieved. Demolition of fully vacant blocks will commence as soon as practicable after the date of possession.
