	Following consideration of a joint report of the Head of Housing and the Director of Development Services, the Lead Member for Housing authorised a process for developing a master plan for Pendleton on 9th September 2004.  Approval was also given for a one-off allocation of £50,000 for the study.

	The Lead Member for Development Services also authorised the process and funding following consideration of the same report on 6th September 2004.

	
	

	2.3
	Following consideration of a report of the Strategic Director of Housing and Planning, the Lead Member for Housing on 16th December 2004, and the Lead Member for Planning on 21st February 2005, authorised the delegation of the decision on a shortlist of bidders and inviting tenders for Stage 1 of the master planning to the Pendleton Steering Group.

	Advertisements inviting expressions of interest for Stage 1 were published from 10th December 2004. 

	
	

	3.2
	12 Expression of Interest submissions were received by the deadline of 21st January 2005 including one from Locum Destination, the consortium appointed by the Shadow Urban Regeneration Company (URC) to develop the Vision and Regeneration Framework for Central Salford.

	
	

	3.3
	At its meeting on 26th January 2005, the Pendleton Steering Group agreed that Locum be invited to withdraw their submission and have a clear role in developing the Area Action Plan and that an additional criteria for the appointment of consultants will be their willingness to work with the Locum consortium to ensure strategic alignment with the Central Salford Framework. The Locum consortium subsequently withdrew their submission and negotiations are ongoing to amend their existing contract to include a formal role in the Pendleton Area Action Plan.   

	
	


	3.4
	The Pendleton Steering Group also appointed a Consultant Selection Sub Group to shortlist and progress the selection of the consultants/consortia.  Membership of the Sub Group was: Councillor Salmon (Chair of Pendleton Steering Group), Edward D. Down (Community representative) and Bill Skilki (Central Salford URC).

The Sub Group subsequently selected 5 consortia to invite to formal tender.  These were, Halcrow, Studio Egret West, GVA Grimley, Gillespies and DTZ Pieda.

	
	

	3.5
	All the short listed consortia submitted tender documents by the deadline of 4th March 2005 and were interviewed on 15th March 2005.

	
	

	3.6
	The Sub Group thereby recommended the appointment of the consortium led by Halcrow and Urhahn Urban Design, in collaboration with E C Harris, Knight Frank and GrossMax.  This recommendation was approved by the Pendleton Steering Group at its meeting on 22nd March 2005.
