To seek approval of the outline proposals and cost estimate for the street lighting improvements in Weaste, Duchy & Pendlebury and Eccles New Road Renewal Areas.

To seek authority to design and implement the proposals.

2.0
Background
2.1
Cabinet declared the City of Salford Weaste, Duchy & Pendlebury and Eccles New Road Corridor Renewal Areas in April 2003 following the completion of Neighbourhood Renewal Assessments of the area and extensive consultation with residents and other stakeholders. Part of the strategy adopted is to bring about environmental and housing improvements in the area.

2.2
Street lighting improvements involve works to existing lighting columns or new lighting columns to bring about an improvement in the standard of illumination in an area. 

2.3
Research evidence from the Home Office confirms that street lighting improvements could result in a reduction in crime and fear of crime, and an increase in community pride and cohesiveness.  Improved visibility and increased number of people on the street provides deterrence to potential offenders.  Improved lighting could also signal increased community investment in an area and that the area is improving thereby leading to a better community spirit and informal social control.   

2.4
Other benefits of street lighting improvements include:

· Reduction in anti-social behaviour

· Reduction in accidents

· Increase in leisure and commercial activities after dark

· Encourages walking, cycling and the use of public transport

· Safer routes to and from school for young people

· Better quality environment 

2.5
In order to generate a high impact in the early years of the Renewal Area it is proposed to carry out street lighting improvements in the 3 areas. This should help to demonstrate to the local residents the Council’s intentions for bringing about the regeneration of the areas.

2.6
Local residents have also identified street lighting improvements as an issue of high priority through the on-going Neighbourhood Planning process in all three Renewal Areas.

Details

3.1
The proposed street lighting improvements for the 3 Renewal Areas will be designed to the requirements of Part 3 of British Standard 5489.  The light source will be high pressure sodium (Golden White Light).  This enables much higher levels of illumination and colour rendering properties compared with the dull orange glow from the old low pressure sodium lighting. 

3.2
Estimated numbers of new equipment for each of the Renewal Areas are as follows:  


Weaste Renewal Area

 60 new columns and luminaries

Duchy & Pendlebury Renewal Area


25 new columns and luminaries

Eccles New Road Corridor Renewal Area
83 new columns and luminaries

5.0 Financial Implications
