Hanover Court is scheduled for demolition pending funding from the North West Development Agency.

Notice to Quit has been served on Orange PCS Ltd in respect of their occupation of this particular site. This notice is to expire on the 18 February, 2003.

I have provisionally agreed that they be allowed to transfer their equipment onto the rooftop of Oakhill Court, Mandley Park Avenue, Higher Broughton under the provisions of the Multiple Site Agreement from a date to be agreed and at a rental of £10,500 pax. All other terms and conditions will be as per the existing agreement.

The installation will consist of the following equipment :-

· 6 No. dual band dual polar antennae

· 4 No. 600mm dia. transmission dishes

· 3F Cabin ( 4500x3400x2800 mm high )

· associated cabling and safety equipment

All the supporting documentation has been approved and the Planning Application for the site is scheduled to be presented to the Panel on the 6 February with a recommendation for approval.

The Area Housing Office has issued consultation letters to 84 residents of the block Only 14 people have responded and of those 14, 6 people agree with the installation and 8 people disagree.
