Purpose of Report
1.1
To approve the granting of a lease together with appropriate easements and rights of access to land off Kersal Way, Lower Kersal to Regalian Properties Ltd.

2.0
Background

2.1
In order to progress the completion of the above development it was agreed 

            that the existing Development Agreement between Regalian and the City    

            Council would be annulled with alternative arrangements being put in place to 

            ensure the satisfactory treatment of the remaining undeveloped areas.

2.2
These arrangements include for Regalian to be granted a 999 year lease of 

     
phases 4 and 7 for residential development with the City Council taking 

            possession of phases 5 and 6.

2.3
This course of action was approved at the former Housing Committee meeting 

on 19th February 1999. The terms and conditions for the granting of the lease 

for phases 4 and 7 were agreed some time ago but there were outstanding issues in respect of phases 5 and 6.

2.4
These related to the existence of an underground surface water pumping 

station and associated private drainage. If the Council had accepted phases 5 

and 6 back without any provision for the facility then the Housing Services Directorate would have been responsible for any future running and maintenance costs.

2.5
Regalian have now managed to provide sufficient information about the 

location of the pumping station, drainage runs and power supply to allow a lease to be drafted to cover the existence of the facility.

Details

The provisionally agreed terms and conditions to be included in the lease are as follows: -


Lessee: 
Regalian Properties Ltd

Term:
To run concurrently with the lease for plots 4 and 7, or until such time as the pumping station and associated works are adopted by United Utilities.

Consideration:
Premium of £1.00

Land:
Sufficient to cover the pumping station and manholes together with easements to cover drainage runs and electrical supplies and rights of access to maintain the same.

Conditions:
(1) Regalian Properties Ltd. will indemnify the Council against  

                             any claims, actions, proceedings, costs, charges, expenses    

                             and damages arising directly or indirectly out of the granting    

                             of the lease.


(2) Regalian Properties Ltd. will indemnify the Council against     

                             any claims arising from the connection of the new                                    

                             drains/pumping station to the existing adopted sewers.
