Weaste Steering Group Terms of Reference

Purpose

To direct and guide the development of the Weaste Area Action Plan.

To recommend the Weaste Area Action Plan for approval by Salford City Council and the proposed Central Salford URC during the course of its development. 

To ensure engagement and consultation with the community and the full range of stakeholders, as appropriate, at strategic and neighbourhood level through all necessary structures.

To promote and publicise the work and achievements of the Weaste Steering Group.

To ensure that the Weaste Area Action Plan complements other strategies and programmes such as the Strategic Vision and Regeneration Framework for Central Salford, Housing Market Renewal programme and the Housing Options Review.

To ensure that the Weaste Area Action Plan complements other regeneration initiatives such as Seedley & Langworthy SRB 5 and the redevelopment of Hope Hospital.

Consider, as appropriate, other opportunities, which would provide added value to the Weaste Area Action Plan, prevent duplication of work already undertaken by other bodies and attract additional investment into the area.

The community representatives will be nominated by the Claremont Weaste Community Committee, from the Weaste Community Forum.

Accountability and Reporting Requirements

The Group will be required to present regular reports to the City Council and the Central Salford URC, confirming progress, developments and any recommendations relating to the Weaste master-planning programme.

The Group will submit recommendations for consideration, comment and approval by the City Council and the Central Salford URC at the end of each statutory phase of the master planning process.

A final report will be submitted to the City Council and the Central Salford URC at the end of the Weaste master-planning programme detailing the recommendations of the Group regarding the preferred option for Weaste.

An Officer Group drawn from across a range of Council Departments and partner organisations, as required, will support the Group in achieving those reporting requirements.

Reports produced by the Group will be made available to all residents, stakeholders and partners and will be available on the Council’s website.

Members of the group communicating with the press or any other media must only do as with the prior approval of the group. They must be representing the views of the group, rather than their individual views.

Meetings

The Weaste Steering Group will meet regularly, and as necessary to adequately ensure its responsibilities are fulfilled.

Meetings will not be open to observers, unless the Weaste Steering Group agrees.

Conduct of meetings

Normal rules of debate will apply:

· The Group will elect a chair and vice chair from amongst its membership. The chair will have overall responsibility for ensuring the conduct of the meeting. All speaking at the meeting will be through the chair. The chair and vice chair will serve for the full period of the Weaste master planning programme.

· Members of the Group will contribute in a positive and objective manner. 

· All members of the Group will be expected to be inclusive and respect the views and comments of others. 

· No member of the Group will represent a particular interest or lobby group.

· Any pecuniary, non-pecuniary or conflict of interest, must be declared during the meetings and the appropriate course of action taken

· Agendas will be published and distributed in advance of meeting of the group. Minutes will be distributed as soon as practicable and will be made available to all residents, stakeholders and partners.

Confidentiality:

· Members of the group can communicate with the press or other media or the public where agreed by the group. Proceedings of any closed committee or meeting associated with the business of Weaste master planning that are deemed to be confidential by the group must not be communicated.

· Certain information distributed at meetings might not be appropriate to disclose to the public until agreed by the group, the Council and its partners.
