· Salford Central is bounded by the River Irwell to the east, the Manchester to Bolton rail line to the south, Oldfield Road and the River Irwell at The Meadows to the west, and Adelphi Street, Peru Street and Cleminson Street to the north. 
· Salford City Council, Salix Homes, Central Salford Urban Regeneration Company and the English Cities Fund are working together to deliver comprehensive regeneration of this area. 	Background



	1.1
	Salford City Council, Salix Homes, the Central Salford Urban Regeneration Company and English Cities Fund are working together to deliver comprehensive regeneration of the Salford Central area. A joined-up approach is being taken to secure the comprehensive regeneration of this area


	1.2
	The effective engagement of partners, stakeholders and the community will be central to the development of a shared vision for the Salford Central area to guide its future renaissance. There will be a wide range of opportunities for engagement and these fall into three principal strands:

· Planning Guidance – Salford City Council is preparing Planning Guidance for the Salford Central area The Planning Guidance will establish the City Council’s broad vision for the regeneration of the area. It will set out planning principles to create a cohesive and distinctive sense of place and character and ensure the appropriate mix of uses and high quality design in new development and the public realm. There will be a formal period of consultation on the Draft Planning Guidance from 12 October to 22 November 2007. 

· Development Framework – English Cities Fund will lead on the production of a Development Framework which will work within the planning policy context established by the Planning Guidance to develop a detailed programme for regeneration for the Salford Central Station area and Chapel Street West. It is anticipated that the Development Framework will be subject to consultation in the 1st Quarter of 2008. 

· Islington Neighbourhood Planning – Salix Homes will be engaging residents of the Islington Estate in a neighbourhood planning programme. This will involve residents in the development and identification of options for the future of the Islington area. The neighbourhood planning programme will run in parallel with the consultation on the Planning Guidance and Development Framework, and will dovetail with these in order to ensure a holistic approach that effectively engages local residents.

	Public launch of consultation process

	Given the range of consultation activity that will be taking place within the area from October 2007 onwards (commencing with the formal 6-week period on the Planning Guidance on 12 October), it will be important that local residents, businesses and stakeholders are fully informed of the consultation arrangements and the opportunities for them to be involved in shaping the future of the area.  



	2.2
	It is proposed that a newsletter offers the best opportunity to publicly launch the process and demonstrate the commitment of Salford City Council, Salix Homes, Central Salford URC and English Cities Fund to working together to deliver positive change. 


	2.3
	The purpose of the newsletter is to provide a single joined-up message to residents, businesses, stakeholders and landowners within and around the Salford Central area and advise them of the opportunities to be involved in shaping the future of the area. 


	2.4
	A working group comprising the four partner organisations has been involved in shaping and refining this draft text. In order to capture all interested parties it is proposed that this newsletter is circulated to all residents, stakeholders, businesses and known landowners within the area, together with a number of surrounding residential areas including Trinity.
