1.0 SUMMARY

1.1
To seek approval to the transfer of control of various areas of land as detailed within the report. 

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1

As part of the improvement works which were carried out to the above estate the highways were re-aligned and the garden boundaries amended.

2.2

In order to regularise committee occupation and control of the land within the area it will be necessary to transfer lands as detailed below.

Area 1 – Land extending to 18 square metres or thereabouts to be appropriated from the Housing Services function to the Environmental Services function.

Area 2 – Land extending to 48 square metres or thereabouts to be appropriated from the Education and Leisure function to the Housing Services function.

Area 3 – Land extending to 29 square metres or thereabouts to be appropriated from the Housing Services function to the Environmental Services function.

Area 4 – Land extending to 15 square metres or thereabouts to be appropriated from the Housing Services function to the Environmental Services function.

Area 5 – Land extending to 17 square metres or thereabouts to be appropriated from the Education and Leisure function to the Housing Services function.

Area shown dotted – Land extending to 9663  square metres (2.39 acres) or  thereabouts to be appropriated from the Education and Leisure function to the Environmental Services function.

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

The value of the areas of land to be appropriated have been valued at £1.  The financial consequences are therefore negligible.
