The source of funding is a grant of £100,000 by the Energy Savings Trust (EST) to implement the scheme.  There is further provision for £20,000 within the private sector housing capital budget for 2001/02 to support the scheme.

Purpose of Report

To seek the approval of the Lead Member and Deputy Lead Member for Housing for the business plan for the Eccles Energy Conservation Area (TEECA) HECAction Scheme and for the appointment of Scottish Power as managing agent for the scheme.

Recommendations

Financial Implications

The Council has been awarded a grant of £100,000 by the Energy Savings Trust (EST) to implement the scheme.  There is further provision for £20,000 within the private sector housing capital budget for 2001/02 to support the scheme.

Background

Members will be aware from a previous report of the offer of grant from the Energy Savings Trust’s HECAction programme.  Members decided to authorise acceptance of the offer of grant and for the development of a business plan to implement the scheme.  

A steering group was set up to oversee the scheme as required by the EST.  The EST has now confirmed the offer of grant and forwarded the first instalment of £50,000 further to approval of the business plan submitted by the steering group.

Business Plan
The business plan for the scheme is enclosed in Appendix 1 of this report.  It contains details of the aims and objectives, marketing plan, energy savings targets, budget projection and action plan for the scheme.

It is recommended that the Lead Member and Deputy Lead Member approve this business plan for the scheme.
