	Health Inequalities
	As part of the ongoing work of the Scrutiny Committee David Woodhead – Head of Public Health Partnerships and Julie Higgins – Director of Public Health facilitated a workshop with members on Health Inequalities.  Members were informed of the Health Inequalities Strategy for Salford that had recently been produced and discussions followed around the health inequalities locally.

Members raised the following issues:-

· the impact of unemployment on people’s quality of life and in turn their health

· accessible transport for all

· health resources tend to follow acute services rather than Community services

· the importance of young people learning good eating habits

· healthy eating programmes in schools – do all schools implement?

· Impact of fast food outlets on peoples health

· The need for more diet promotion

· Education of young families in food nutrition

· The good work being undertaken at Peterloo Court eg craft classes and fruit and veg stall and its impact on the community

· The need to shift from funding projects to mainstream funding

· Promotion of the importance of exercise

· The impact of arts on the community

· Packages of care for people to be looked at as a whole and care to be provided in people’s homes eg exercise, occupational therapy, physiotherapy.

· The need for the City Council to get Planning for the City right as this also has an impact on people’s health
