SHIFT/LIFT Update
Janet Roberts updated members on the latest progress on the SHIFT Project, focusing on the five projects of 

· Change Management and Delivery

· Hospital PFI

· LIFT

· Workforce

· Information Management and Technology

Clare Postlethwaite, LIFT Project Manager gave specific detail around the LIFT element.

The progress report covered the previously agreed areas of 

· Access

· Transport

· Public Involvement

· Regeneration

Members raised a number of issues, including:

· In respect of Public Involvement, the Community Committee involved was Claremont Weaste. Cllr Heywood asked that consideration be given to extending an invitation to the bid evaluation event for the Hospital PFI, to all members of the Overview and Scrutiny Committee. This would be taken back for consideration.

· Transport – it was reported that there were specific difficulties with First Bus services for hospital staff living in Little Hulton. This would be reported back through the Salford Travel Partnership

There were a number of concerns about why things were taking so long. Many members of the community were losing interest due to the delays. There needed to be improved communication and public accountability.

Phase 2 sites had not yet been identified; however there had been assurances that any delays to Phase 1 would not impact on Phase 2. Revised timetables were needed

Was there a risk that costs would increase significantly or schemes would not go ahead due to the delays?   

Janet Roberts said that there was a significant approval process to go through, given that there was a considerable amount of public money involved and this resulted in the lengthy process. The views of numerous partners, communities and interests needed to be taken into account.

In respect of Phase 2, Clare Postlethwaite said that the service and modelling work could start quite soon and there was an action plan in place. In respect of financial risk, in the case of LIFT, once financial closure had been reached, any risk lay with the private contractor.

Members asked whether future reports could include revised timetables, to assist members in monitoring progress. 

It had been agreed at the previous meeting that future reports would cover

· LIFT

· Public Involvement and Communication

· Access

· Redevelopment of the Hope Hospital Site

 Aspects related to Regeneration would in future report through the Strategy and Regeneration Scrutiny Committee.

Reports would be scheduled on a quarterly basis.

Public Health Update
David Woodhead gave a verbal update on a number of issues of interest.

Flu Campaign

It was reported that Salford had exceeded Government targets by 15%, in respect of uptake of the flu vaccine.

In response to issues raised at the previous meeting, David reported:

· Supply of vaccine – only 4 surgeries were expecting vaccine from the supplier named in press reports. Swift action was taken and ample stocks of vaccine were accessed from other suppliers

· There was no scientific evidence linking the flu vaccines to deaths. This was not a live vaccine.

Life Expectancy Figures in Salford

There had been no increase in the average life expectancy for men. This stood at 73.2 (nationally 76.1). There had been a concerning decrease in the life expectancy of women, which was now 77.9 (nationally 80.7).

Figures indicated that this was as a result of an increase in lung cancer in women.

Work was being done within the PCT to look at earlier detection of lung cancer. There were issues with people not reporting symptoms early and GPs not always picking up early stage symptoms. Members felt that there was a need for greater awareness raising as there was not a high level of understanding of what symptoms might be experienced.

 Smoking Cessation Service

The service in Salford was one of only 3 in Greater Manchester meeting national targets.



Tobacco Control
Russell Bernstein and David Woodhead gave a short presentation outlining the work which had been undertaken and the recommendations which were emerging from the Review of Tobacco Control.

The draft report would be circulated shortly to members, Directorates and others who gave evidence. A final draft would then be brought to the January meeting of the Committee for agreement, after which a formal launch would be arranged.
