· Higher Broughton : Bovis Lendlease Ltd. and Inpartnership Ltd. who are the City Council’s partners in the redevelopment of the area around Wiltshire Street and Northumberland Street.

· Lower Broughton : Taylor Young Urban Design who are looking to attract private sector investment to help regeneration.

The meeting will provide an opportunity for you to hear the proposals.

Local Workshops will also be held in each area for discussion of detailed plans, dates of which will be publicised in the near future.
