MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS
The minutes of the meeting of the Community Committee held on 19th May, 2005, were approved as a correct record.

6. MATTERS ARISING – ACTION SHEET
The Community Committee considered an action sheet arising from the meeting held on 19th May, 2005, with specific reference to the following:-

(a) Minute 110(e) – Theme 2: A Safe Irlam and Cadishead
It was noted that the streetlights located on Cadishead Way (near to Makro) had been repaired.

(b) Minute 110(f) – Recycing
It was reported that (i) consideration was being given to the possibility of schools becoming collection points for outdated copies of the Yellow Pages and (ii) the Community Committee would be kept up-to-date with any progress in relation to this matter.

(c) 
Minute 110(h) - Astley Road/Barton Moss Road/Chat Moss

Councillor Jones referred to a letter that had been received from Ross C. Radclyffe, Land Agent at Peel Land & Property, which had been circulated with the agenda for the meeting, regarding the maintenance of estate roads and of Astley Road in particular.  The letter indicated that Mr. Radclyffe was currently looking into providing advice to users of Astley Road regarding the possibility of a Road Committee being set up and run by volunteers with a vested interest in maintaining the road for their own purposes, in order to facilitate repairs and maintenance.

Minute 110(j) – Rotary Club of Irlam

It was noted that, as indicated in the previous Minute number 3, the Rotary Club

of Irlam had nominated Vic Palmer, Treasurer, to serve on the Community Initiatives Budget Panel.

Minute 111 – Community Action Plan Update
RESOLVED:

Discussion took place as to whether future editions of the newsletter should be printed in colour.  A vote indicated that the majority of those present at the meeting felt that future editions of the newsletter should not be printed in colour

due to the additional costs that were likely to be involved.  It was suggested that details of the costs involved should be presented to the next meeting of the Community Committee, with a view to a decision being taken in relation to the printing of future editions.

BUDGET APPLICATIONS CONSIDERED AT THE MEETING OF THE IRLAM AND


CADISHEAD COMMUNITY INITIATIVES BUDGET PANEL HELD ON 6TH JUNE, 2005
Submitted (a) the recommendations arising from the above meeting of the Budget Panel, and (b) a financial position statement in relation to the Devolved Budget, as at 10th June, 2005.

Councillor Jones (i) referred to problems in relation to anti social behaviour that were being experienced on the Moss Vale Estate and, in particular, in the area around Tiger Moth Square, (ii) informed the Committee of an application for the sum of £15,000 that was to be submitted to the NPHL Minor Sites Budget in the near future, which would cover the cost of installing CCTV cameras in the area, together with maintenance costs for the first year, and (iii) requested that, should it not be possible for the total amount of £15,000 to be obtained from the Minor Sites Budget, the Community Committee give consideration to the possibility of a contribution being made from the Devolved Budget.

Reference was made to the absence of any initiatives or activities for young people on the Moss Vale Estate, together with the need for a detached youth worker to operate in the area.

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the recommendations of the Community Initiatives Budget Panel arising from the above meeting, with regard to the applications from (a) Boundary Road

Methodist Church ‘Sisterhood,’ (b) Irlam and Cadishead Gardening Association, (c) Home-Start Salford, (d) Acorn Centre for Sports and Arts, (e) Grumpy – Salford Play Resources Limited, (f) Ferry Tots Playgroup, (g) Irlam and Cadishead Toy Library, and (h) Jelly Babies Parent and Toddler Group, be endorsed.



(2) THAT it be noted that, should it not be possible for the total amount of £15,000 to be obtained from the Minor Sites Budget in respect of the proposed application detailed above, the Community Committee delegated authority to the Budget Panel with regard to the approval of a contribution being made from the Devolved Budget, up to a maximum of £3,000.



(3) THAT information be sought from the police in respect of the ages of those who were causing problems on the Moss Vale Estate, with a view to the need for a detached youth worker being included in the Community Action Plan.

Allergies – Scheme Operating in Warrington

Discussion took place regarding a scheme that was operating in Warrington, the purpose of which was to enable information regarding a person’s medication/condition/allergies to be obtained immediately in the event of an emergency.  The scheme involved a sticker containing a green cross being located at the front door of the person’s home, a second sticker being located on the refrigerator door and the required details being stored within a canister inside the refrigerator.

Councillor Jones (a) referred to a report of the Director of Housing and Planning, which had been circulated with the agenda for the meeting, regarding the proposal to bring together key interest groups and stakeholders to establish a long term vision for Chat Moss, with the Red Rose Forest Project acting as partnership co-ordinators, and (b) reported that an initial meeting had recently taken place, which had been attended by representatives from all the agencies involved.

BUS STOP IMPROVEMENTS
Submitted a report from the Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive in relation to buses operating along the A57 (Cadishead – Irlam – Peel Green).  The report indicated that (a) due to the number of buses/passengers per hour, any significant measures to assist buses would not meet criteria, (b) any measures to benefit buses should emerge from discussions around the Port Salford planning application, which would involve major alterations to the highway network, and (c) the following short term measures were to be implemented:-

(i) all bus stops were to be reviewed to upgrade them to full accessible standards,

(ii) a review of passenger shelter provision was to be made with a view to increasing the number, subject to consultation,

(iii) in association with the above, improved passenger information was to be

provided.
