The Neighbourhood Manager reported that a nomination had been received from the Friends of Irlam Train Station for membership of the Community Committee (Bill Brock).

Councillor Mann suggested that the standard agenda item – ‘Significant Planning Applications’ – be amended to ‘Significant Developments in the Area,’ in order to enable any important plans or events for Irlam and Cadishead to be raised under this item.

MATTERS ARISING – ACTION SHEET
The Community Committee considered an action sheet arising from the meeting held

On 19th January, 2006, with specific reference to the following:-

(a) Minute 49(a) – Millennium Walkway (Locklands Lane to Farnham Drive)
Councillor Kean reported that requests had been submitted for (a) the path to be filled due to the problems that were occurring in relation to flooding, (b) a gate to be erected at Locklands Lane, which would deter motorbikes but would allow disabled access, and (c) consideration to be given to the removal of the stones on the path, due to the distress that was being caused to residents by youths throwing the stones at nearby houses.

RESOLVED:
THAT an update be provided at the next meeting of the Community Committee.

(b) Minute 49(c) – Highways Investment Programme
RESOLVED:
THAT it be noted that, once available, details of the Highways Investment Programme would be submitted to the Community Committee.

(c) Minute 49(e) – off-road motorbikes – painting of barriers
Claire Edwards reported that Environmental Services had agreed to paint the barriers that had been installed at various points around the area white in order to make them more visible in the dark.

RESOLVED:
THAT the information be noted.

(d) Minute 49(f) – proposal for a tyre incinerator at Partington
Claire Edwards reported that a planning application for change of use from a fuel distribution depot to a tyre recovery plant at the site of the former BP Petrochemical Terminal at Manchester Road, Partington, had been approved by Trafford MBC in October 2005.

RESOLVED:
THAT information in relation to Salford City Council’s response to the consultation regarding the above planning application be provided at the next meeting of the Community Committee.

(e) Minute 49(h) – Pothole in front of Irlam Library/Post Office
The Neighbourhood Manager reported that there had been some confusion regarding the location of the pothole in question.  Two minor potholes were present outside Irlam Library, on Fiddlers Lane, and it was anticipated that they would be repaired by the end of April 2006.  However, it had been established that the original complaint had related to a deeper pothole, situated outside the post office, which was located on private land and could not, therefore, be repaired by the City Council.

It was reported that consideration was being given to possible measures that could be taken to reduce congestion, especially with regard to traffic travelling out of the area towards Eccles during the morning rush hour, when the situation was particularly bad.

Claire Edwards reported that options regarding the future of the above building were in the process of being considered with United Utilities.

FEEDBACK FROM THE SPECIAL MEETING HELD ON 16TH FEBRUARY 2006
The Neighbourhood Manager reported on the discussions that had taken place at the above meeting regarding the following three targets that had been set at the meeting of the Community Committee held on 17th November 2006:-

(a) to improve the distribution system for the newsletter,

(b) to recruit three more groups to the Community Committee membership, and

BUDGET APPLICATIONS CONSIDERED AT THE MEETING OF THE COMMUNITY INITIATIVES BUDGET PANEL HELD ON 3RD MARCH 2006
 The Neighbourhood Manager submitted (a) the recommendations arising from the above meeting, and (b) the financial position statement in relation to the devolved budget, as at 15th February 2006.
The Neighbourhood Manager informed the Community Committee of a further application that had been submitted for the provision of the first three years’ revenue costs in respect of the CCTV camera that was to be located at Irlam Library, for which Neighbourhood Renewal funding had been received.  It was noted that (i) a contribution towards the revenue costs was to be received from Library Services, and (ii) the revenue costs consisted of the following:-

Year 1:
£1,300 monitoring charge.

Year 2:
£1,300 monitoring charge (plus inflation)

Year 3:
£1,300 monitoring charge (plus inflation) plus £280 maintenance costs.

revenue costs in respect of the CCTV camera that was to be located at Irlam Library be approved, pending a contribution being received from Library Services.

OPEN FORUM
(a) Free Public Transport
It was reported that from 1st April 2006, people aged 60 or over, with a GMPTE bus permit, would be able to travel for free on buses, trains and Metrolink trams in Greater Manchester, between 9.30 a.m. and midnight Monday to Friday, and all day at weekends and bank holidays.

Reference was made to the Ring & Ride bus service, which was often used by elderly people who were unable to walk to bus stops located on main roads, and concern was expressed that those elderly people would continue to be required to pay a 50 pence fare for this service.  It was reported that a survey of the Ring & Ride user group had been undertaken by the GMPTA.  The results of the survey had indicated that users preferred the 50 pence fare for people over 60 to be maintained, as they felt that the level of demand for a free service would be far more than the service had the capacity to supply.

RESOLVED:
THAT the information be noted.


(b)
Anti Social Behaviour/Off-road Motorbikes
Discussion took place regarding the problems that were being caused by off-road motorbikes in various parts of the area.  Reference was made to the possibility of a site being identified for use by drivers of such vehicles.

Particular concern was expressed in relation to Silver Street Playing Fields, where it was reported that incidents of anti social behaviour, which included problems being caused by off-road motorbikes, were taking place on a regular basis.  It was reported that consideration was currently being given to the possibility of another barrier being installed at the front of the car park.  The possibility of a CCTV camera being located in the area was suggested and it was agreed that (i) discussion would take place with the police in order to establish their priority areas with regard to the installation of CCTV cameras, and (ii) the police would be invited to attend a future meeting of the Community Committee, in order for further discussion to take place in relation to the problems that were being caused by anti social behaviour and, in particular, off-road motorbikes, and how they could be addressed.

Centre
Mr. Hunt referred to a planning application that had been submitted to the City Council for a fence to be erected around Irlam Community Centre.  He expressed concern in relation to the message that this would send out to the local community, particularly if such action was to be taken in respect of other public buildings in the area.  He reported that the installation of a fence would prevent children in that area from playing on the car park outside the Community Centre, and indicated that a petition against this proposal was in the process of being compiled.

It was reported that the Community Centre had been subjected to incidents of vandalism and anti social behaviour and reference was made to the need to protect the building from such incidents.  Reference was also made to the need for preventative measures to be taken via engagement with young people and the provision of further facilities and activities for young people in the area.

THAT, following an informal vote, it be noted that the majority of those present were in favour of the proposal for a fence to be erected around Irlam Community Centre.

Reference was made to the new bus shelters that had been erected along Liverpool Road and an enquiry was made as to why a bus shelter was not present at the bus stop located near to Princes Avenue, in the direction towards Cadishead.
