80. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillors Hudson, Jones and Mann, Mrs Cherry, Mr Handsley, Mike Bleese, Jonathon Tallon, Keith and June Hunt and Richard Doley.

81. MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS 
The minutes of the meeting of the Community Committee held on 15th January, 2004, were approved as a correct record.

82. MATTERS ARISING – ACTION SHEET
The Community Committee considered an action sheet arising from the meeting held on 15th January, 2004, with specific reference to the following: -

(a) Minute 69 – Unitary Development Plan – Barton Strategic Site
Leanne Nealon reported that a representative of Peel Holdings would be invited to the Community Committee in May.

RESOLVED: THAT the information be noted.

(b) Minute 73 – Street Lighting Upgrade
Trupti Patel reported that (a) a report was due to be submitted with regard to the Moss Vale Estate, (b) the project would probably proceed sometime in the next financial year, and (c) the crossing at the junction at Liverpool Road and Fairhills Road has had a new control installed, which has altered the timing giving Pedestrians more time to cross.

Several members of the Community Committee raised concerns, as the crossing did not bleep when it was time for Pedestrians to cross. They felt the UTC had still not done enough to ensure that the crossing was safe for Pedestrians to use.

RESOLVED: THAT the information be noted.

(c) Minute 78 – Trees on Cadishead Way
Trupti Patel reported that the Manchester Ship Canal Company owned the trees that had been cut down on Cadishead Way, and none of the trees were the subject of tree preservation orders.

The chairman requested that information be provided as to the location of the trees in the area that were subject to preservation orders.

RESOLVED: THAT a list indicating the location of the trees in the area that were subject to preservation orders be presented to the next meeting of the Community Committee.

83. COMMUNITY FURNITURE PROJECT
RESOLVED: THAT this item be included on the agenda for the next meeting of the Community Committee.

84. YOUTH OFFENDING TEAM – HELEN JAMES
Helen James from the Salford Youth Offending Team attended to discuss recruiting panel members for the Irlam and Cadishead area, and to give an outline of what the Youth Offending Panels were required to do.

Helen reported that a Youth Offending Panel was made up of two volunteers from the local community and one member of the local Youth Offending Team. The Courts refer a young person to the panel by referral orders, which could be given to 10-17 year olds who appear in court for the first time.

The panel had an initial meeting with the young person to discuss their offending behaviour and discuss a way forward. The victims of the crime were also invited to attend the meeting. At the end of the meeting a contract had to be agreed, if the young person failed to complete the contract the young person would be sent back to Court and would receive a different sentence. The contracts include activities that repaired the harm caused to a victim or the community by the young person’s crime and a programme of activities to address the causes of the young person’s offending.

Volunteers were given full training. Volunteers, attend an introductory day and then six further days training. Once a panel member had been selected, they continue to receive training and support as they worked.

Panel members usually spend around three hours a fortnight working on the panel, including time to prepare for each panel meeting and attending meetings two or three times a month.

85. WRITE ON IRLAM – BEV JONES
Bev Jones from “Write on Irlam” reported on the local writing group. Bev highlighted that the main objectives of the group were to get members of public, no matter what age or ability, to write. 

Bev stated that the group has their own website for members of the Community Committee to look at and informed members of the Irlam and Cadishead Community about the writing group, so they could get involved. (The group meets every other Tuesday at Irlam Community Centre at 7.00p.m. costing £1.00 per session and that all members of the public are welcome to attend).

86. PARKS DEVELOPMENT
· Boundary Road Park
· Location of the Train on Prince’s Park
· Boundary Road Park
Ursula Sossalla-Iredale reported on the ideas that had been incorporated for the Boundary Road Park by the children from the local primary schools, which were St Joseph’s RC, Moorfield and Fiddlers Lane Primary Schools. On display were collages from each of the primary schools indicating the ideas the children had for changing the park.

Caroline Lightfoot, Childrens Youth Development Co-ordinator and officers from the Environmental Services Directorate had been closely involved in the project, looking at the different ways the park could be improved, suggesting nature areas, trees and traditional games, such as hopscotch and snakes and ladders. The funding was available from Section 106 and the work should start on the park around June/July this year.

· Prince’s Park 
Debbie Kemp updated the Community Committee on the skate park and reported that (a) several meetings had taken place with regard to the design of the skate park with the BMX Bandits, Salford City Councils manager for the project and CTAC (Community Technical Aid Centre), (b) that the ramps would be made from metal and wood, (c) Salford City Council’s Environmental Services would provide the maintenance for the ramps (approximately every 18 months), and (d) a fence would be erected around the skate park.

· Location of the Train
The Chairman asked the Community Committee for their suggestions as to where the train should be moved in the local area to make space on Prince’s Park for play equipment suitable for teenagers. 
Suggestions were made by several members of the Community Committee suggesting that the train be situated near (a)Irlam Swimming Pool ,(b) along Liverpool Road between the Swimming Pool and Youth Centre,(c) or the roundabout on Cadishead Way. Concerns were raised with regard to the train and the fact that it has become an eyesore to the public and that there was a possibility of applying for a lottery grant to restore the train.

RESOLVED: THAT the information be noted.
