situated at the Marge & Steele roundabout.
Fay Flatt - Community Arts Officer, informed the Committee that the 
sign would be made from stainless steel and should be completed in 

approximately three months, she stated that this will compliment other works such as tree planting taking place in Cadishead Village. She also explained that Gail Blackburn and the Ranger Team had been working with pupils at St Mary’s Primary School, Cadishead, producing designs on to clay tiles for a mosaic which will be displayed in Cadishead Park.

Bob Morris explained that there would be a coaching team of nine professional angling coaches volunteering to work with visitors at the fishery, they are also hoping to work alongside other agencies, such as local police etc.
Members of the Community Committee were impressed and supportive of the project and individuals were also asked to give their support to this project by signing the petition available after the meeting.

Alan stated that the fishery would be open for April 2010 and if people were interested in visiting this could be arranged through the Neighbourhood Manager.
