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DRAFT BRIEF AND COSTINGS

There are several approaches that can be considered by the committee in terms of community engagement.

Outline of main areas that signage can cover as follows:

Rural walks /estates & street signs; with way-markers for parks & walks in the local area, history walks etc.

Signage contexts can be extremely varied, i.e.: Local History, Natural History /Myth.

The final product may take the form of story plaques, /text and visual design or subtle interventions in the surface of walls or pavements.  Another approach may be to use studding /colour & symbols.

The choice of material for the final product will obviously affect the costs.  Materials could be mosaic/steel /pebbles/brick/wood/glass/living materials

Essentially the final product develops with the artist and community through an established practice of consultation & workshops.  The costs within this process are the artist’s time, materials/venue/publicity

Artist’s input can be an individual or several artists working across the community simultaneously.

The proposed project has the flexibility to be approached on either an intergenerational basis or working with a targeted focus within the community.  

Project management requires specialist arts skills, delivered via the Community Arts Officer, involves time given to the project which would be supported via the posts salary  &/or the Public Arts Officer for which there is a cost: currently standing at 16% of the total project costs.

It may be necessary to consider planning application costs.  Further costs will be around installation, transport, launch/publicity & documentation.  

Costs will reflect the level of activity/product/publicity/ input.  

The daily rate for professional artists stands @ £150 per day.

To give an idea of costs:

 @ £20,000 with approximately £8000-£9000 spent on the artwork this would allow materials/workshops/publicity/documentation/launch/maintenance.

@ £7000 with approx £5000 for artwork  & the remainder as above.

I hope this offers clarity on the practical application of costs/time & outcome
