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HISTORY PROJECT RE CADISHEAD BRIDGE

DRAFT BRIEF AND COSTINGS

In view of the fact that there are serious issues surrounding Cadishead Bridge, the approach to the project could incorporate one or more of the following:

A series of temporary installations

The production of multiples

Community based events 

Series of small products over an extended time culminating in a final launch.

The creation and showing of a film

Reminiscence work/tea mornings etc

The optimum timescale for this project would be a 12month period

I would advise that multiple artists work across the communities with an open brief to develop ways in which to become integrated into these communities, i.e. joining the local fishing club/walkers group/WI/ etc.  Joining local groups/events/creating new events will generate communication and inform the artwork/s as they progress.

To work in this way smaller multiple budgets would need to be sourced or allocated.

I would also recommend a launch event/celebratory finale rather than one artwork.

Smaller artworks/images/booklets/CD’s/card games/etc could remain in community ownership with perhaps a new community group/activity set up as the final product, offering an active and ongoing artwork.

The approach is process driven, with the final spectacular event held at Cadishead Hall for example.

Budgeting for this type of approach over a twelve-month period with 5 artists would be in the region of £30,000.
