INITIATIVES BUDGET PANEL, HELD ON 11TH SEPTEMBER, 2007

Inspector Jill Gorse (a) informed the Committee that an operation targeting vehicle crime had recently been undertaken in the area, as a result of which four people had been arrested and convicted of theft from a motor vehicle, (b) reported that a burglar who had been responsible for a number of burglaries in Irlam and Cadishead had recently been arrested, (c) advised the Committee that security improvements had recently been made to the home of an elderly lady, who had repeatedly been a victim of crime, (d) outlined staff changes that had recently taken place, details of which were to be included in the next edition of the newsletter, and (e) indicated that future updates would include (i) figures in relation to incidents of anti social behaviour, and (ii) a comparison with crime figures relating to Eccles.

A discussion took place regarding crime and disorder in the area and it was noted that (a) residents of Hayes Avenue were continuing to experience problems in respect of the trailer park, of which the police were aware, and (b) problems were being caused by youngsters congregating at the footpath located near to Rosebank Road, Cadishead and a request was made for the police to patrol this area.

OPEN FORUM
(a) Land at corner of Clarence Road/Station Road (location of former public toilets)
Concern was expressed that, due to the location of a wall and fencing in the above area, there was only a small gap through which pedestrians could pass, which was resulting in children walking on the road on their way to and from school.

(b) Irlam Pool – Commemorative Plaque

(c) Hayes Road

(d) Princes Park/Highbury Avenue
Concern was expressed in relation to incidents that had occurred involving young people having thrown items from the play area at Princes Park onto the gardens of residents of Highbury Avenue.  The items had included parts of the base of the park that had been ripped up, bottles, etc., and a request was made as to whether it would be possible for the gates to the play area to be locked at dusk and opened in the mornings.  It was indicated that involvement from a number of agencies would be required in order to attempt to address this problem and reference was made to the possibility of an on-site meeting being held.

(e) Extension to Irlam Pool (Dry Area/Five-a-side Pitches/Astro Turf
