1. ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
Richard Abernethy informed the Committee that he would not be standing for the position of Chairman this year due to other commitments.  He thanked Committee members for their support over the last nine years and congratulated them on the Committee’s achievements during that time. 

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT John Shelley be elected as Chairman of the Community Committee for the Municipal Year 2004/2005.

(2) THAT Richard Abernethy be thanked for all the work that he

had undertaken as Chairman of the Community Committee over the last nine years.

ELECTION OF DEPUTY CHAIRMAN
RESOLVED:
THAT Richard Abernethy be elected as Deputy Chairman of the Community Committee for the Municipal Year 2004/2005.

3.
APPOINTMENT OF COMMUNITY INITIATIVES BUDGET PANEL
RESOLVED:
(1) THAT Councillors Hunt and Kean, John Shelley, Richard Abernethy, Basil Pearson and Nancy Heap be appointed as members of the Community Initiatives Budget Panel for the Municipal Year 2004/2005.



(2) THAT (i) the Rotary Club be invited to nominate a representative to be appointed as a member of the Budget Panel, and (ii) consideration be given to the possibility of youth representation being included on the Panel in the future.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillors Hunt, Jones and Lightup, Ron Parker and Jane McNulty.

5.
SERGEANT JOHN ROWSON
The Chairman introduced John Rowson, who had replaced David Turnbull as the Neighbourhood Sergeant for the Irlam and Cadishead area, and welcomed him to the meeting.

6.
MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS 
The minutes of the meeting of the Community Committee, held on 20th May, 2004, were approved as a correct record.

7.
MATTERS ARISING – ACTION SHEET
The Community Committee considered an action sheet arising from the meeting held on 20th May, 2004, with specific reference to the following: -

(a) Minute 99(a) – Footpath on Prince’s Park
Trupti Patel reported that a meeting had not yet taken place with regard to this matter.

RESOLVED:
THAT a meeting be arranged and an update be provided at the next meeting of the Community Committee.

(b) Minute 99(h) – Surfacing on Ferryhill Road
Trupti Patel reported that a report regarding the work that was required at the above location was currently being prepared by the Highways Maintenance Section.

RESOLVED:
THAT an update be provided at the next meeting of the Community Committee.

(c) Minute 102 – Barton Strategic Site and Port Salford
Councillor Mann confirmed that an Environmental Appraisal, which included an Executive Summary, had been submitted to the City Council.

Discussion took place regarding the above proposals and it was agreed that further discussion would take place regarding this matter at the next meeting, to which the Assistant Director (Head of Planning and Building Control) would be invited.

RESOLVED: (1) THAT a copy of the Executive Summary of the Environmental Appraisal in respect of the above site be circulated with the minutes of the meeting. 



(2) THAT this item be included on the agenda for the next meeting, to which the Assistant Director (Head of Planning and Building Control) be invited.



(3) THAT information regarding the above proposals be circulated to Committee members with the agenda for the next meeting.

(d) Minute 103 – Prince’s Park
The Chairman reported that, following the last meeting, an article regarding the future of the old steam engine had appeared in the Salford Advertiser, which had generated a great deal of interest from a number of organisations and local people.

The Neighbourhood Manager reported that Birse had indicated that they were willing to remove the engine from its current site and place it at a new location.

Perry Shard confirmed that Birse were keen to undertake the re-siting of the engine as a community project and reported that issues around the long-term maintenance of the engine were currently being considered by the City Council.

Alan Whitfield reported that members of the Rotary Club had expressed an interest in contributing towards the long-term maintenance of the engine at its new site.

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the information be noted.



(2) THAT the Salford Advertiser, Birse and the Rotary

Club be thanked for their help and support with regard to this matter.

(e) Minute 106 – Proposed Development at Irlam Locks
A written response was submitted from Simon Plowman (Planning – Building and Development Control) with regard to the issues that had been raised at the last meeting in relation to the above proposed development.

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the Planning Department be requested to oppose the above application given that (i) it involves the development of greenfield land, (ii) the proposed density on site was not appropriate, (iii) it would significantly impair the continuity of a wildlife corridor, and (iv) it would significantly impair the efficient functioning of a wildlife corridor for the colonisation or movement of flora and fauna in a local sense.



(2) THAT the Planning Department be informed of the Committee’s view that whatever development was proposed for the site must include a concessionary walkway that was maintained.



(3) THAT the Committee receive regular updates with regard to this proposed development.

(f) Minute 109 – Crossing at Junction at Liverpool Road and Fairhills Road
The Area Co-ordinator (a) reported that she had visited the above junction, as agreed at the last meeting, and (b) indicated that during her visit, a number of issues had become apparent, which had included (i) the absence of a crossing at one arm of the junction, (ii) it being unclear which arm of the junction one of the crossings related to, and (iii) the position of the box on one of the crossings, which meant that it was necessary for pedestrians to stand in the road in order to press the button.

Trupti Patel (a) informed the Committee that it was unlikely that it would be possible for a crossing to be installed at the arm of the junction where a crossing was currently absent due to the costs involved, (b) reported that the police and the UTC had indicated that they were satisfied that the crossing facilities at this junction were safe, (c) stated that the Traffic Management Unit had indicated that they were not prepared to change the position of any of the boxes located at the junction, (d) reported that consideration was currently being given to possible measures that could be implemented in the short term in order to improve safety at the junction, and (e) agreed to advise the Director of Development Services of the Committee’s grave concerns regarding the safety of the crossings located at this junction, together with the Committee’s request that all possible action be taken in order to improve the safety of the crossings as quickly as possible.

RESOLVED:
THAT an update regarding this matter be provided at the next meeting of the Community Committee.

8.
CADISHEAD WAY STAGE 2
Perry Shard from the Engineering and Highways Division gave a presentation regarding progress in relation to the construction of Cadishead Way Stage 2, which had commenced in February 2004.  The project was currently 14 weeks ahead of schedule and was due to be completed by December 2005.

AND CADISHEAD COMMUNITY INITIATIVES BUDGET PANEL HELD ON

The Neighbourhood Manager submitted the recommendations of the Community Initiatives Budget Panel arising from the meeting held on 30th June, 2004, together with a Financial Position Statement as at 9th June, 2004.

RESOLVED:

CADISHEAD TRAFFIC CALMING
It was noted that, in general, the feedback that had been received from local residents had indicated that the above scheme had been successful.

It was reported that vehicles were sometimes parking on the pavement in the above area, despite the presence of double yellow lines.  On such occasions, traffic was forced to travel along the middle of the road, which meant that vehicles then hit the speed humps at the wrong angle.

JUNCTION AT MOORFIELD ROAD/CUTNOOK LANE

An enquiry was made as to whether it would be possible for a mini-island to be located at the above junction in order to reduce speeding.

FERRYHILL ROAD – DRAINAGE PROBLEMS
Concern was expressed with regard to flooding that was occurring on Ferryhill Road on a regular basis, and the possibility that this could lead to the occurrence of subsidence in the future.

Committee members were made aware that a group of people were visiting houses in the area and offering to cut down trees, for which they then charged an extremely high price.  Committee members were advised that a tree-cutting service was provided by Princes Park Garden Centre.

IRLAM AND CADISHEAD SOCIAL INCLUSION GROUP
Mr. D. Baxter (a) reported that the above group had recently been formed, the aim of which was to try to engage with the elderly, particularly those who did not have family members living nearby, or who had recently suffered a bereavement, by organising local events, (b) informed the Committee that two successful events had already taken place and a further event, a hotpot, was to be held on 11th November, 2004, and (c) requested that Committee members inform him of the names of any elderly people who they felt would benefit from the above service.

RESOLVED:

19.
LIVERPOOL ROAD, CADISHEAD – BURST WATER MAIN
Reference was made to a burst water main, located on Liverpool Road in Cadishead (near New Life Church), which had been causing problems for approximately 3 weeks.  The burst had been reported to United Utilities on a number of occasions but had not yet been repaired.

RESOLVED:
THAT the Area Co-ordinator send a letter to United Utilities, on behalf of the Community Committee, informing them of the situation, and requesting that the burst water main be repaired as soon as possible.

20.
CADISHEAD COMMUNITY HALL
Alan Whitfield (a) informed the Committee that, following a recent meeting at Cadishead Community Hall, the Rotary Club had decided to offer assistance to the Hall, (b) reported that the Rotary Club would be helping with the decoration of the entrance hall and kitchen, and (c) requested that the Rotary Club be provided with some background information in relation to Cadishead Hall.

It was agreed that discussion would take place between Chris Trueblood and Alan Whitfield with regard to Cadishead Hall.

RESOLVED:
THAT the Rotary Club be thanked for their support in relation to this matter.

21.
RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT AT FAIRHILLS ROAD – REMOVAL OF

CONDITION 32
Reference was made to the removal of Condition 32, (which had stated that surface water run-off should not flow into the old course of the River Irwell), that had taken place approximately 18 months previously, to which the Committee had strongly objected at the time.  Concern was expressed regarding the substances that were now being allowed to flow into the old river and members expressed their disappointment in relation to this situation, particularly as the Committee had specifically requested that the condition remain in place.

Councillor Kean explained that the removal of Condition 32 had been approved by the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel due to the Environment Agency having removed its objection.

RESOLVED:
THAT a representative from the Environment Agency be invited to attend the next meeting in order to provide information as to (i) why Condition 32 was removed, and (ii) the action that was being taken to ensure that the water in the old river was not contaminated.

22.
PROPOSED REMOVAL OF 26 PAYPHONES ACROSS SALFORD
It was noted that one of the payphones that was proposed for removal was located within the Irlam and Cadishead area, at Fiddlers Lane, Irlam.

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT it be noted that the Committee felt that the payphone located on Fiddlers Lane should be retained because (a) it was sited near the Post Office and Library, (b) the area was regarded as the shopping centre of Irlam, and (c) there was a public car park adjacent.




(2) THAT the Committee’s comments be fed into the consultation

process that was currently in progress.

FIT CITY IRLAM
Plans regarding proposed changes to the swimming pool and changing rooms were available at the meeting.

Committee members expressed concern that a representative from the Education and Leisure Directorate had not provided information regarding the above proposals at a meeting of the Community Committee.

RESOLVED: THAT the Area Co-ordinator arrange for a representative from the Education and Leisure Directorate to attend the next meeting in order

for detailed consideration to be given to this matter.
