Minutes from Previous Meeting and Matters Arising

Trees on Regent Road

Pam Harrison is the new lead Officer as Rachel Gregson-Jones is currently on long term sick leave.  Jonathan Dale to contact Pam to discuss the issues and update at the next meeting.    Clarification of ownership is needed.

TV Reception in Ordsall

Tom McMullen would like to thank Councillor Mashiter for his hard work on TV reception in Ordsall.  

Councillor Mashiter stated that from 4th November 2009 the digital switchover will be significantly boosted and it is hoped that this will resolve the poor TV reception in Ordsall.  Digital UK is to offer a free scheme to those over 75 years of age to upgrade their TVs.  If there is still a problem the over 75s will receive free satellite. This scheme will also apply to people on certain levels of income claiming disability/attendance allowances.

Tom informed the meeting that cable for cable TV has been installed in Craven Drive and residents are still having TV reception problems.  Councillor Mashiter is to try and invite someone from Digital UK to the next meeting.

Development Framework Update
Hulton Square 

Phase 1 has now been completed.  New residents will be moving in properties in Feb/March 2009.  

Re-surfacing of the road has now been completed.

Residents’ complained of large vehicles driving 30mph, mounting curbs to pass parked vehicles and dropping rubble.  Scott to look into to this and update next time.

West Park Street

There are some legal issues that need to be sorted out before planning is approved.  Hopefully planning will be approved before Christmas for work to begin in the New Year.

Letters have been sent to residents about the temporary landscaping/maintenance of the proposed development sites, until development begins, including low level fencing to avoid match day parking.
Former Radclyffe School site

Plans have not been submitted to Planning Panel yet due to a complication regarding retail space.

Former nursery site – Robert Hall Street/Carmel Avenue

Work will begin on this site 2010.

St Clements site

The land is half owned by the church and the church needs permission from central government to sell the land. The church has now appointed lawyers to move this forward.

Parking on Ordsall Lane

Jim Doyle has passed photo evidence and letters from the community who would like parking restrictions from coaches/cars which park on Ordsall Lane obstructing other motorists to Rob Smith, Urban Vision.

Councillor Mashiter informed the Forum that he is building up a portfolio of complaints from residents in Ordsall regarding parking on Ordsall Lane.  Councillor Mashiter to update on progress next meeting.

New Ordsall Health Centre

Jonathan Polley, Triangle Architects who is designing the new Ordsall Health Centre asked the Forum for any comments/feedback that he could take back to the PCT.  Jonathan explained that they are running three workshops before the plans are completed.  The first workshop was held 2 weeks ago with the PCT to look at key services they would like to deliver in the new Ordsall Health Centre such as:
· Children & young people services

· Midwifery

· Childcare/Parenting

· Health promotion

· Dentistry

· Sexual Health

· Mental Health

· Optometrist

· Pharmacy

· District Nursing

· Nutrition etc.

Jonathan stated that the new health centre is to fit into the community and not duplicate or deliver services in conflict with services in the area such as Community Café, Primrose Hill School.

The second workshop is to be held at the beginning of January 2009 to discuss internal and external space and will be held at Ordsall Community Café in the morning.  The third workshop will discuss the design of the new build.  Jonathan would like some residents to attend these workshops if possible and will stay behind at the end of the meeting to take details of residents who would like to attend.

Questions

Aych Cligram asked how consultation with young people is to be done due to young people being in school in the day.  

Jonathan said they would come to young people’s groups to ask their opinions as he would with any older aged groups.

Yes – working with the new environmental building guidelines. 

Car Parking at Fit City, Ordsall

The car park is now closed for 4/5months as Fit City Ordsall is being refurbished. 

Tom McDonald stated that the car park has not been secured to prevent un-official car parking.

Jeanette Coward read out the update Ross Spanner gave on the site visit he and various relevant officers made to Fit City Ordsall, ‘measures have been agreed but support is needed from Chief Superintendent Mulligan’.  Ross to update at next meeting.

Ordsall Community Allotment Society

Tom McMullen informed the Forum that the Allotment Society had received a letter of support from His Royal Highness Prince Charles which also gave contact details of the Federation of City Farms and Community Gardens to seek advice as His Royal Highness is the patron of this organisation.

The Society expressed disappointments that His Royal Highness Prince Charles has responded to letters sent and Hazel Blears MP has not responded.  Councillor Clague asked Councillor Mashiter to investigate and report back to the Forum.

Madge Bown asked Barry Whitmarsh if Sue Rigg, Community Development Worker, has contacted him regarding a larger allotment site at St Clements.  The Society would like that site as an alternative if the land available was larger and not in the middle of the development site as originally proposed.  The Society would consider the St Clements site if the size was the same as the preferred Knowsley Green site.
Barry said he had not spoken to Sue Rigg but would do some sketches with the expanded allotment site and bring them to a meeting in the New Year.

Madge asked local Ward Councillors present if they would support the Society for allotments in Ordsall.  Ward Councillors agreed to support allotments in Ordsall.

Irwell City Park

Chris Farrow, Director of URC, explained that Elaine Davis is leading on this project with assistance from Jonathan Drake.
Salford City Council produced a development plan for Ordsall waterfront which needed a further development plan to move the scheme forward.  Planning guidance was adopted in July 2007 for a mixture of businesses and family housing.  Housing is to be built along Ordsall Lane and businesses to the south of Ordsall Hall due to the good transport infrastructure.
The joint lottery bid with Trafford and Manchester was unsuccessful.  However, a partnership with Trafford Council have secured £½ million to develop some of the area.  Also obtained funding for £1million from Manchester, Trafford and Salford to develop the Ordsall waterfront next year.
Proposed developments are:

· Wodens Street Bridge to be renovated i.e. painted, new lighting installed with a maintenance programme.

· Bridge link from Pomona Crescent to Cornbrook metro-link.  Elaine currently working with Trafford on an options analysis.
· Ordsall Hall setting to be improved i.e. a clear view from Ordsall Hall to the Ordsall waterfront.  Vanguard has been purchased with a 2-year period during which URC will re-locate Vanguard in Salford.  Unfortunately, since then Vanguard has given notice to its employees due to Woolworths being their main supplier.
· Traffic plateau near Ordsall Hall.

· Family homes are to be increased along the waterfront.  Vanguard site would be for larger housing.

· The Colgate Palmolive premises have been purchased by Carile which is to invest £30 million to re-use the premises to devise smaller units for new employment.  Submitting planning application next year and will bring plans to Forum around September 2009 for consultation.
Questions

Dr McKelvey asked if the new bridge would have a cycling route and lighting.

In crossing the new bridge, you will have to dismount and walk across.  Lighting will be installed. 

Elaine stated that all bridges infrastructure is being looked at to comply with DVLA and a clear cyclist route.  The new bridge between Pomona dock and Ordsall will be consulted here at the Forum.

Tom McMullen informed the Forum that drug users congregate near Wodens Bridge there is no lighting and looks untidy.

Peel Holdings own the Cathedral Arches and Elaine has met with them to ask what they are going to do to improve them.

Jim Doyle asked would CCTV be installed along the bridges.

Elaine informed the Forum that they are not at that stage yet but it is vital to get right the community safety along the route with a maintenance plan.
Chris Farrow stated that by the end of 2009, with the help of private funding, management and maintenance schemes should be sorted out.
Elaine is to come back to future Forum meetings to give updates on progress.

Resident’s Issues

Cancer Scare

Tom McMullen informed the Forum that there are 5 residents who have cancer within 200 yards of each other.  One on the residents lives in a property that had the contaminated soil. This may not be related but residents are worried.
Councillor Clague asked Jeanette to speak to Ross and see what information he can get and update the meeting.

Voltage Variation in the area

Jonathan Dale informed the Forum that New Barracks properties have been suffering flickering/poor lighting from 6pm to 9pm.  

Sylvia Sharples has complained to United Utilities over a 6-week period.  United Utilities have visited her property and they acknowledge the problem but cannot find a reason for it.

Councillor Mashiter explained that his property is experiencing the same problems and was informed that South Chapel Street electric sub-station is being upgraded.

Councillor Mashiter to write to United Utilities to see if there are other electrical sub-stations being upgraded in the area and update the meeting next meeting.

Alleyway between Rudman Drive and Goodwin Drive

Sylvia Sharples informed the Forum that they are still experiencing fly-tipping and access rubbish in the alleyway between Rudman Drive and Goodwin Drive.

Joanne Linney, SALIX Homes, informed Sylvia that she is currently dealing with this and stated before the alleyway gates are re-installed and locked there are to be skips in the area for residents to clear up before gates are locked.
Regent Road/Ordsall Lane

Jo Pendergast complained about the lack of litter bins along Regent Road and Ordsall Lane.  There are signs stating you would be fined if you drop litter but no bins.  

Councillor Clague stated that the request for litter bins would be easy the problem is the cost of emptying the bins.
