The Lead Members for Housing and  Planning agreed  that (a) the exclusivity period with LPC Living Ltd under the Ordsall Development Framework Agreement be extended from 11 May 2011 until 11 May 2013, (b) the final date for commencement of the development  under the lease for the Day Nursery site, Robert Hall Street, be extended from 28 February 2009 until 28 February 2010 and that the date for completion of the development of the site be extended accordingly from 28 February 2011 to 28 February 2012 and (c)  the final date for commencement of the development  under the lease for phases 2-5 of Hulton Square, be extended from 30 September 2008 until 30 September 2009 and that the date for completion of the development remains as specified in the Lease for the site (80 months from the date of the grant of the Lease). 

The Lead Member for Housing  approved the acquisition of Jubilee Convenience Store, Tatton Street, Ordsall on the provisionally agreed terms  detailed in the report and instructed the City Solicitor to complete the legal formalities and the Lead Member for Planning noted the report.
The Lead Members for Housing and  Planning (a) gave authority to enter into the Supplemental Agreement, the effect of which is to vary the terms of an Agreement for Lease dated 17 April 2008, made between the council and LPC Living Limited and (b) noted the effects of the Supplemental Agreement on the sale and development of the former Radclyffe School Site .
