COMMUNITY ACTIVITY UPDATE
The Chief Executive gave a presentation with regard to community activities, during which specific reference was made to the following:-

· Community and Education (40,000 participants per annum):-

· Walkabout (outreach) – 100% of participants from Salford.

· Projects (four key projects have been undertaken) – 75% of participants from Salford.

· Formal education – 95% of participants from Salford.

· Academy (informal education) – 25% of participants from Salford.

The Chief Executive (a) reported that Walkabout would be arriving in Little Hulton in the near future, (b) outlined the types of activities that this would involve, and (c) informed Members that liaison had taken place with the Local Strategic Partnership, and with Community Committees, which had resulted in Little Hulton being identified as the priority area for outreach work to be undertaken.

The Chief Executive gave an overview with regard to forthcoming community  activities and projects that were in the process of being developed, together with information regarding possible collaborations and partnerships.

Reference was made to plans to continue to liaise and involve the Community Committees with regard to future activities.  Members agreed that this would assist in informing the community of the work that was being undertaken with young people and families, and of the range and diversity of activities that were being offered and enjoyed by many people.
