Concerns were expressed with regard to the confusion which had arisen in relation to the request submitted from the Chair of the Worsley/Boothstown Community Committee for Chairs of the Little Hulton/Walkden and Swinton Community Committees to attend a future meeting of the Worsley/Boothstown Community Committee to discuss the role of the Committee in the light of the proposed boundary changes and to welcome new members.


Reference was made to the decision made at the meeting of the Little Hulton/Walkden Community Committee on 29th March, 2004 (Minute 104 refers), in which approval was given for the Chairman to attend a future meeting of the Worsley/Boothstown Community Committee and concerns were expressed with regard to the comments made during consideration of this matter as it was felt that they were unjustified.


It was also indicated that there were a number of Community Committees who did not receive minutes of the Political Executive Group and it was, therefore, requested that due to the changes with regard to the introduction of Neighbourhood Management, that this situation be reviewed.

CCTV 

Jon Faulkner provided an update with regard to the CCTV project with specific reference to:-

· Four CCTV cameras had now been installed in Little Hulton, 2 at Hulton District Centre, 1 on Kenyon Way and 1 on Madamswood, responses indicated that 3 had had a favourable impact and feedback was awaited on the remaining area

· Funding from the Government Office North West enabled new equipment to be installed at the monitoring station in Eccles and there was now more capacity for additional cameras 

· Discussions had been held with Graham Smith with regard to locations which would benefit from the provision of CCTV cameras and following a quick analysis of crime incidents the following areas had been highlighted:-

· Cleggs Lane, Little Hulton

· Whittle Street, Walkden

· Bridgewater Street, Little Hulton

· 2 sites which had been highlighted during phase 1 of the work, Brookhurst Lane and Eastham Way

· Other areas suggested were:-

· Rydal Crescent, Walkden

· Walkden Road, Walkden

· Applications for funding would be submitted to appropriate organisations such as the Government Office North West and the Community Committee

· Feedback from residents in those areas were CCTV cameras have been installed was extremely positive 


Reference was made to (a) comments made at a recent meeting of the Budget Sub-Group indicating that the Community Committee’s devolved budget for 2004/05 should focus on the provision of CCTV, (b) the list of areas suggested for the installation of CCTV as the majority had shops situated at the locations, (c) the visit to the Monitoring Station at Eccles, (d) whether it was considered that anti-social behaviour was displaced once CCTV cameras were installed, (e) suggested security measures, as it was considered that such proposals would be appropriate on Eastham Way but not at Brookhurst Lane, (f) the need for shop owners to continue to report incidents of anti-social behaviour to the police, (g) whether the problem could be solved by demolishing those shops which were in a poor state of repair, and (h) the housing stock review and the need for New Prospect Housing Limited to progress appropriate action.


Jon Faulkner reported that (i) the security measures suggested included fencing/lighting etc. and a meeting was due to be held with New Prospect Housing Limited in the near future to discuss options for Brookhurst Lane/Eastham Way and (ii) there was an element of displacement on Eastham Way, however, the installation of further CCTV cameras and the increase in policing in the area would improve the situation.


Angie Taylor circulated details of the housing stock review and it was suggested that the report be discussed at the next meeting of the Political Executive Group.

Shaun Concah informed Members of his role and responsibilities as the school based police officer and indicated that (a) he would be supporting the Governing Body of the school, staff and pupils, (b) his post had been funded for a period of 12 months, (c) he would be carrying out a teaching role within the school, (d) he would be supporting the Community Beat Team, (e) work would be carried out with the feeder primary schools in the area and (f) investigations would be carried out with regard to the future provision of activities during lunch time and after school.


Shaun Concah reported that he felt positive that the required improvements could be achieved and expressed his thanks to Angie Taylor and the Team at the One Stop Shop for their help and assistance.


Angie Taylor reported on the following action/events which had taken place in relation to anti-social behaviour:-

· Incidents which had recently occurred at Bridgewater School and Eastham Way and work to be undertaken in relation to the recent introduction of new legislation

· Quad bikes on Parr Fold Park

· Ridyard Street, Walkden - a meeting was to be arranged involving key partners in the near future

· Issues discussed at the meeting of the Community Sector Team held on 22nd April, 2004, in relation to:-

· Dearden Street

· Family Action Model

· Early intervention with young people

· Harrop Fold School

· Access to college facility

· Use of the disabled toilet opposite the college 

· Discussions to be held with regard to the provision of additional funding to be used for those young people engaging in anti-social behaviour in an attempt to involve them in positive activities
