7. MINUTES OF THE LITTLE HULTON/WALKDEN POLITICAL EXECUTIVE GROUP
RESOLVED:
THAT the minutes of the meeting of the Little Hulton/Walkden Political Executive Group, held on 28th April, 2005, be noted.

8. PRESENTATION – ST. MARY’S PARK
Eileen Hartigan gave a presentation, with assistance from Holly, Cameron and Chloe, who were pupils at North Walkden Primary School, regarding the playground refurbishment at St. Mary’s Park, for which funding had been secured.

Eileen Hartigan reported that (a) a consultation exercise had been undertaken with pupils from North Walkden Primary School, (ages 6-7 and 10-11), regarding the facilities that they would like to see in the park, following which two proposals had been designed, (b) the intention of both designs was to (i) build a new children’s play area on the existing playground in the park, (ii) keep the existing features such as the hedging, (iii) provide a second entrance to the new playground, and (iv) provide a fun and exciting range of play equipment for children aged 3 to 12 years.

Amy Grenaghan informed the Committee of some of the issues that had been raised during the consultation exercise, which included (a) whether the hedging around the play area should remain (the possibility of the hedging being lowered was currently being considered), (b) concerns regarding vandalism (metal equipment was to be used), and (c) the lack of facilities for older children (consideration was being given to the possibility of a multi sports unit being developed on the site of the tennis court).

Eileen Hartigan indicated that (i) the consultation period was due to end on Friday 10th June, 2005, when a drop-in session was to be held between 2.00 p.m. and 3.00 p.m. at Walkden Library, and (ii) it was anticipated that, assuming there were no delays, work would commence on site during August, 2005.

9. PARR FOLD PARK
The Neighbourhood Manager (a) informed the Committee that some initial consultation had been undertaken regarding plans for Parr Fold Park, which had involved an exercise being carried out with Year 6 pupils at James Brindley Primary School, during which the pupils had designed a number of different areas that they would like to be included in a new design for the park, such as sports pitches, junior park, teenage area, toddler area and areas for peace and quiet, (b) explained that there was no guarantee that funding would be obtained to improve the park, however, consultation needed to be undertaken in order to enable a bid to be submitted, and (c) reported that the matter was to be considered at the next meeting of the Open Spaces Group.

Elaine Buchan reported that (i) the activities that had been provided in the area during the half-term holiday had been very successful, and (ii) a permanent detached team would be working during the weekends in the Little Hulton, Walkden, Ellenbrook and Boothstown areas in the future.

Danielle Moorecroft informed the Committee of the following sports development activities that were taking place in the area:-

· Street dancing classes – one taking place at Walkden Congregational Church, and one to commence at Harrop Fold High School in the near future,

· Wrestling course – to commence the following week,

· Football sessions,

· Bike ride at Blackleach Country Park on 12th June, 2005.

Danielle Moorecroft reported that work was currently being undertaken regarding the programme of sports development activities that would be taking place in the area during the summer holidays.

Sylvia Phillips informed the Committee that the Revelation Youth Project, which took place at St. Paul’s Peel Parish Community Hall, was progressing very well.

11. LIFT CENTRE UPDATE
Steve Whittaker provided an update in respect of the proposed Centre for Health and Social Care that was to be built on the site located at Bolton Road, Walkden. He reported that the development had not progressed as quickly as had been anticipated for a number of reasons, one of which related to a national decision that had been taken by the Job Centre, who had intended to relocate to the Centre, not to sign up to the development.  This had resulted in the interior of the building having to be redesigned, and the need for a revised planning application to be submitted, which would be taking place later this month.

Committee Members expressed their concerns regarding the external design of the proposed development, which they felt to be disappointing and uninspired, particularly given the prominent position that the building would have in the centre of Walkden.

Concerns were also expressed in relation to the loss of parking facilities that would be caused by the development.

12. CRIME AND ANTI SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR
Sergeant Teresa Duncan provided an update regarding crime and anti social behaviour in the area, during which reference was made to the following:-

· the Community Beat Officers and the specific areas that they covered, 

· a police operation that had been undertaken with regard to off-road motor bikes, which had resulted in a number of motor bikes being seized,

· action that was being taken to address problems around juvenile nuisance that were occurring in the area,

· problems that were taking place in the Bulrush Close area – Sergeant Gerrard had been involved in a number of meetings with regard to this matter,

· the approval of funding for CCTV to be installed at Brookhurst Lane, Spa Crescent, Whittle Street and Grosvenor Road,

· the recruitment of four Police Community Support Officers in the area.

Discussion took place regarding the involvement of alcohol with regard to the problems that were being experienced in the area in relation to juvenile nuisance, and reference was made to several shops that were believed to be selling alcohol to under-age young people.

The Neighbourhood Manager reported that a worker from the Drug and Alcohol Team had been invited to attend the next meeting of the Youth Task Group in order for a discussion to take place regarding how issues around drugs and alcohol could be addressed.

The Neighbourhood Manager submitted the decisions of the Little Hulton/Walkden Budget Sub-Group arising from the meeting held on 25th April 2005.

The Area Co-ordinator referred to the two applications that had been submitted by Harrop Fold Community High School, which had been deferred for further information, and indicated that the required information with regard to the sustainability of the school buildings was available.

The Neighbourhood Manager referred to the application from the ADD Action Project that had been deferred at the previous meeting of the Community Committee, and reported that further investigation had indicated that (a) the project did not involve children from the Little Hulton and Walkden area, (b) the Management Committee was not representative of the area, and (c) there was a possibility that other funding sources may be available to the project through Salford PCT.

19. MOBILE TELEPHONE MAST – KENYON ESTATE

The Neighbourhood Manager informed the Committee that (a) The Big Deal project involved partnership working by Salford’s local churches, The Message Trust, Greater Manchester Police, the City Light Trust and Salford City Council on 50 projects across the city for 12 months from April 2005, (b) the projects included activities around environmental improvements, sports and crime reduction, as well as activities for children, and (c) ‘The Big Deal Weekend,’ which was to take place on 2nd and 3rd July, 2005, during which young people would be working in various parts of the area to improve the environment – by cleaning up local hotspots, for example.
