	MAYOR’S CITIZEN AWARD

Background

The former Mayor, Councillor Jim King, announced at his Mayor Making Ceremony, that awards should be made, monthly, to citizens who have demonstrated that they have made an outstanding contribution towards the City of Salford.  The contribution could be through services to the Arts, Industry, Commerce, Entertainment, Education or to the welfare of others, either nationally, regionally. or to a local community, providing it has promoted the City in a positive way.

The following are the broad criteria for nominations to this prestigious award.

Nominations

Nominations for the Mayor's Citizen of Salford award will be accepted for or from a person:

1. Who was born, lives or works in, or who has strong links with, the City of Salford.

2. Who has made an outstanding contribution to the City as a whole or to its communities, or has achieved national, regional  or international significance and in so doing promoted the City of Salford.

3. In accepting the award the nominee  / awardee / recipient must be willing to continue such work, able to accept the award and attend a ceremony, and willing to continue to act as an ambassador to the City.

No nominee will receive less favourable treatment on the grounds of age, disability, employment status, ethnicity or national origin, gender, HIV status, sexuality or social class.

All nominations will be placed before the Council's Agenda Setting Group whose decision will be final in making the award.
